FALSE OR MISLEADING STATEMENTS

Proposals which contain false or misleading statements, or which provide references which do
not support an attribute or condition claimed by the Proposer, may be rejected. If, in the
opinion of the County, such information was intended to mislead the County in its evaluation of
the Proposal, and the attribute, condition or capability is a requirement of this RFQ. Such
Proposer will be disqualified from consideration for this RFQ and may be disqualified from
submitting a response on future solicitation opportunities with the County.

WITHDRAWAL OR REVISION OF RESPONSES
Proposers may withdraw Proposals under the following circumstances:

a. If Proposer discovers a mistake(s) prior to the Due Date and Time. Proposer may withdraw
its Proposal by submitting a written notice to the Procurement Division. The notice must be
received in the Procurement Division prior to the Due Date and Time for receiving
Proposals. A copy of the request shall be retained, and the unopened Proposal returned to

b. After the Proposals are opened but before a contract is signed, Proposer alleges a material
mistake of fact if:

1. The mistake is clearly evident in the solicitation document; or

2. Proposer submits evidence which clearly and convincingly demonstrates that a mistake
was made in the Proposal. Request to withdraw a Proposal must be in writing and
approved by the Procurement Official.

JOINT VENTURES

Proposers intending to submit a Proposal as a joint venture with another entity are required to
have filed proper documents with the Florida Department of Business and Professional
Regulation and all other State or local licensing agencies as required by Florida Statute Section
489.119, prior to the Due Date and Time.

LOBBYING

After the issuance of any solicitation, no prospective Proposer, or their agents, representatives
or persons acting at the request of such Proposer, shall contact, communicate with or discuss
any matter relating in any way to the solicitation with any County officers, agents or
employees, other than the Procurement Official or designee, unless otherwise directed by the
Procurement Official or designee. This prohibition includes copying such persons on written
communications (including email correspondence) but does not apply to presentations made
to evaluation committees or at a County Commission meeting where the Commission is
considering approval of a proposed contract/purchase order. This requirement ends upon final
execution of the contract/purchase order or at the time the solicitation is cancelled. Violators
of this prohibition will be subject to sanctions as provided in the Manatee County Code of
Ordinances Section 2-26-31 and 2-26-32. Sanctions may include (a) written warning; (b)
termination of contracts; and (c) debarment or suspension.

EXAMINATION OF RESPONSES

The examination and evaluation of the Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation
generally requires a period of not less than ninety (90) calendar days from the Due Date and
Time.

ERRORS OR OMISSIONS
Once a Proposal is opened, the County will not accept any request by Proposer to correct
errors or omissions in the Proposal other than as identified in paragraph A.11.

DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIBLENESS AND RESPONSIVENESS
The County will conduct a due diligence review of all Proposals received to determine if the
Proposer is responsible and responsive.

To be responsive a Proposer must submit a Proposal that conforms in all material respects to
the requirements of this RFQ and contains all the information, fully completed attachments
and forms, and other documentation required. Proposals that are deemed non-responsive will
not be considered or evaluated.

To be responsible, a Proposer must meet the minimum qualification requirements and have
the capability to perform the Scope of Services contained in this RFQ. Proposals submitted by
Proposers that are deemed non-responsible will not be considered or evaluated.

RESERVED RIGHTS

The County reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Proposals, to waive irregularities
and technicalities, to request additional information and documentation, and to cancel this
solicitation at any time prior to execution of the contract. In the event only one Proposal is
received, the County reserves the right to negotiate with the Proposer. The County reserves
the right to award the contract to a responsive and responsible Proposer which in its sole
determination is the best value and in the best interests of the County.

The County reserves the right to conduct an investigation as it deems necessary to determine
the ability of any Proposer to perform the work or service requested. Upon request by the
County, Proposer shall provide all such information to the County. Additional information may
include, but will not be limited to, current financial statements prepared in accordance with
generally accepted accounting practices and certified by an independent CPA or official of
Proposer; verification of availability of equipment and personnel; and past performance
records.

APPLICABLE LAWS

Proposer must be authorized to transact business in the State of Florida. All applicable laws and
regulations of the State of Florida and ordinances and regulations of Manatee County will apply
to any resulting contract. This solicitation process will be conducted in accordance with
Manatee County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2-26.

TAXES

Manatee County is exempt from Federal Excise and State Sales Taxes. (F.E.T. Cert. No. 59-78-
0089K; Florida Sales Tax Exempt Cert. No. 85-8012622206C-6). Therefore, the Proposer is
prohibited from delineating a separate line item in its Proposal for any sales or service taxes.

The Successful Proposer will be responsible for the payment of taxes of any kind, including but
not limited to sales, consumer, use, and other similar taxes payable on account of the work
performed and/or materials furnished under the award in accordance with all applicable laws
and regulations.

SCRUTINIZED COMPANIES

Pursuant to Florida Statute Section 287.135, as of July 1, 2012, a company that, at the time of
submitting a response for a new contract or renewal of an existing contract, is on the Scrutinized
Companies with Activities in Sudan List or the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran
Petroleum Energy Sector List, created pursuant to Florida Statute Section 215.473, is ineligible
for, and may not submit a response for or enter into or renew a contract with an agency or local
governmental entity for goods or services of $1 million or more.

COLLUSION
Proposer certifies that its Proposal is made without prior understanding, agreement, or
connection with any other corporation, firm or person submitting a Proposal for the same

materials, services, supplies, or equipment and is in all respects fair and without collusion or
fraud.

Any such violation may result in contract cancellation, return of materials or discontinuation of
services and the possible removal of Proposer from participation in future County solicitations
for a specified period.

The County reserves the right to disqualify a Proposer during any phase of the solicitation
process and terminate for cause any resulting contract upon evidence of collusion with intent to
defraud on the part of the Proposer.

CODE OF ETHICS

With respect to this Request for Qualifications, if any Proposer violates, directly or indirectly,
the ethics provisions of the Manatee County Procurement Code and/or Florida criminal or civil
laws related to public procurement, including but not limited to Florida Statutes Chapter 112,
Part Il, Code of Ethics for Public Officers and Employees, such Proposer will be disqualified from
eligibility to perform the work described in this RFQ, and may also be disqualified from
submitting any future bids or proposals to supply goods or services to Manatee County.

PUBLIC ENTITY CRIMES

In accordance with Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a person or affiliate who has been placed
on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public entity crime may not submit a
proposal on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public entity, may not submit a
proposal on a contract with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public building or
public work, may not submit proposals on leases or real property to a public entity, may not be
awarded or perform work as a contractor, Successful Proposer, subcontractor, or consultant
under a contract with any public entity, and may not transact business with any public entity in
excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287.017 for Category Two for a period of
36 months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

In addition, Manatee County Code of Laws Chapter 2-26 Article V prohibits the award of County
contracts to any person or entity who/which has, within the past 5 years, been convicted of, or
admitted to in court or sworn to under oath, a public entity crime or of any environmental law
that, in the reasonable opinion of the Purchasing Official, establishes reasonable grounds to
believe the person or business entity will not conduct business in a reasonable manner.

To ensure compliance with the foregoing, Manatee County Code of Laws requires all persons or
entities desiring to contract with Manatee County to execute and file with the Purchasing
Official an affidavit, executed under the pain and penalties of perjury, confirming that person,
entity, and any person(s) affiliated with the entity, does not have such a record and is therefore
eligible to seek and be awarded business with Manatee County.

Upon receipt, all inquiries and responses to inquiries related to this Request for Proposal
become “Public Records”, and shall be subject to public disclosure consistent with Florida
Statute, Chapter 119.

Proposals become subject to disclosure thirty (30) days after the opening or if a notice of intent
to award decision is made earlier than this time as provided by Florida Statutes § 119.071(1)(b).
No announcement or review of the Proposals shall be conducted at the public opening.

If County rejects all Proposals and concurrently notices its intent to reissue the solicitation, the
rejected Proposals are exempt from public disclosure until such time the County provides
notice of an intended decision concerning the reissued solicitation or until County withdraws
the reissued solicitation. A Proposal is not exempt for longer than twelve (12) months after the
initial notice of rejection of all Proposals.

Pursuant to Florida Statute 119.0701, to the extent Successful Proposer is performing services
on behalf of County, Successful Proposer must:

TRADE SECRETS

Manatee County is subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes. Therefore, all documents,
materials, and data submitted as part of a Proposal in response to a Request for Proposal are
governed by the disclosure, exemption and confidentiality provisions relating to public records
in Florida Statutes.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this solicitation, designation of the entire proposal as
‘trade secret’, ‘proprietary’, or ‘confidential’ is not permitted and may result in a
determination that the Proposal is non-responsive and therefore the proposal will not be
evaluated or considered.

Except for materials that are ‘trade secrets’ as defined by Chapter 812, Florida Statutes,
ownership of all documents, materials and data submitted as part of a Proposal in response to
the Request for Proposal shall belong exclusively to County.

To the extent that Proposer desires to maintain the confidentiality of materials that constitute
trade secrets pursuant to Florida law, trade secret material submitted must be segregated from
the portions of the Proposal that are not declared as trade secret. In addition, Proposer shall
cite, for each trade secret claimed, the Florida Statute number which supports the designation.
Further, Proposer shall offer a brief written explanation as to why the cited Statute is
applicable to the information claimed as trade secret. Additionally, Proposer shall provide a
hard copy of its Proposal that redacts all information designated as trade secret.

In conjunction with trade secret designation, Proposer acknowledges and agrees that:

1. Trade secret requests made after the opening will not be considered. However, County
reserves the right to clarify the Proposers request for trade secret at any time; and

2. County and its officials, employees, agents, and representatives are hereby granted full
rights to access, view, consider, and discuss the information designated as trade secret
throughout the evaluation process and until final execution of any awarded purchase order
or contract; and

3. That after notice from County that a public records request has been made pursuant to
Proposer’s proposal, the Proposer at its sole expense, shall be responsible for defending its
determination that submitted material is a trade secret and is not subject to disclosure.
Action by Proposer in response to notice from the County shall be taken immediately, but
no later than 10 calendar days from the date of notification or Proposer will be deemed to
have waived the trade secret designation of the materials.

Offeror shall indemnify and hold County, and its officials, employees, agents and representatives
harmless from any actions, damages (including attorney’s fees and costs), or claims arising from

or related to the designation of trade secrets by the Proposer, including actions or claims arising
from County’s non-disclosure of the trade secret materials.

b. Successful Proposer agrees that, as provided by Florida Statute, it shall not, as a result of a
public records request, or for other reason disclose the contents of, or release or provide
copies of the Confidential Security Records to any other party absent the express written
authorization of County’s Property Management Director or to comply with a court order
requiring such release or disclosure.

A fully realized plan requires a similarly robust implementation strategy.  In some aspects, this might require changing the way street design and construction operates in the development process and through modification of performance measures.  However, implementation of complete streets opens opportunities for funding.  “Virtually all the major transportation funding programs can be used for bicycle and pedestrian-related projects.” FHWA Fiscal Management Information (FMIS): Function – EDS from States Addendum to Functional Requirements

In themselves, complete streets provide savings to implementing agencies in a number of ways. While the percentage of capital cost varies as part of the project (1% - 10% including signage, marking, physical infrastructure, labor, etc.), the cost for increased roadway capacity per vehicle planned is reduced.  Future maintenance and operation of non-automobile complete street features are exponentially lower in lifetime cost than impacts to roadway surfaces for similar volumes.  Finally, there is a reduction to cost by accident prevention in liability and lawsuits.  A recent example was a $900k lawsuit in Pennsylvania due to inadequate/unsafe facility for predestrians.

Setting aside the cost-savings and funding opportunities afforded to Complete Streets projects, two recent examples out of many, can show how minor improvements can create direct, major positive impacts.

Complete Streets Road Diet - Edgewater Drive, Orlando – full retrofit cost of $4m /mile.  As a road diet: a design to reduce auto lane widths, introduce mobility features and increase safety, it features two travel lanes, a center turn lane, parallel parking, and bicycle lanes.  The project in Orlando reduced the frequency of crashes involving injuries from an average of once every 9 days to once every 30 over its first year period. 
(2) Complete Street elements (which accounted for 4% of lane mile of  revised project cost) – Stone Way North, Seattle – were applied in select areas and resulted in documented increased bicycle movements, reduced collision rate for cyclists, and collisions involving pedestrians dropped 80%.  Additionally, no traffic diversion to parallel streets occurred, implying capacity was maintained along the corridor while safety and mobility was increased.

Each example study further included performance measures related to safety, community health, network improvements, and cost/timeframe measures.

Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. was directed to perform planning and engineering services for Manatee
County associated with the 9th Avenue NW Complete Streets Concept Plan from 71st Street NW to 99th
Street NW.

The design and construction project scope is anticipated to reconstruct 9th Avenue NW from around 87th
Street NW/88th Street NW to 99th Street NW with bicycle and pedestrian facilities, curbs, stormwater piping,
stormwater ponds, and potentially wetland mitigation areas and/or flood plain. A 12’ multiuse trail from 99th
Street NW to 75th Street NW is anticipated. There are also drainage improvements from 83rd Street NW
to 71st Street NW that are anticipated to be incorporated.

The following Pond Siting Review was prepared for the 9th Avenue NW Complete Streets Concept Plan.
Several potential pond sites will be identified within the project drainage basins. The potential pond sites
will be based on planning level calculations and will not substitute for a pond siting analysis.

Basins

There are two drainage basins within project limits. The basin divide is located between 83" Street NW and
84 Street NW. All runoff west of the basin divide flows to an existing outfall located just west of 92" street
NW, ultimately outfalling to Palma Sola Bay. All runoff east of the basin divide to 75th Street NW flows to a
cross drain located at 9" Ave NW & 78th Street NW. All runoff east of 75th Street NW flows east and enters
a neighborhood system. See Appendix B for attached Drainage Map.

Roadway Segments

There are four proposed roadway segments located within project limits. Segments A, B, C, include
roadway and pedestrian facility improvements. Segment D includes drainage improvements only.
Appendix C includes a diagram of Roadway Segment Locations.

Water Quantity and Quality

The proposed sidewalk and trail, located in Segments A, B, and C, are exempt from treatment requirements
but may require attenuation. An increase in all other impervious area will require treatment and attenuation.
Treatment and attenuation will be managed by modifying existing ponds or by proposing new ponds.

PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS

Segment A:

Segment A extends from 99th Street NW to 92nd Street NW. In the existing conditions, the 62-foot right-
of-way section contains an undivided two-lane crown section of roadway with 9.5-foot travel lanes and flush,
unpaved shoulders. Drainage swales run on each side of the roadway, conveying runoff to an existing
outfall located just west of 92" Street NW.

The proposed conditions consist of an undivided two-lane crown section of roadway with 10-foot travel
lanes. Type F curb and gutter will be introduced to this segment of roadway. A 5-foot wide sidewalk and
drainage ditch is proposed on the north side of the roadway, and a 10-foot wide multiuse trail is proposed
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on the south side of the roadway. A proposed drainage system roadway and offsite runoff to appropriate
outfalls without creating adverse impacts See conveyance options for Segment A for alternatives.

Segment B:

Segment B extends from 92nd Street NW to 82nd Street NW/83rd Street NW. In the existing conditions,
the 60-foot right-of-way section contains an undivided two-lane crown section of roadway with 14-foot travel
lanes, a 5-foot wide paved shoulder, and Type F curb and gutter on both sides of the roadway. The south
side of the roadway contains a grass utility strip and a 5-foot wide existing sidewalk. An existing inlet and
pipe systems captures roadway runoff and conveys it to the existing outfall just west to 92" Street NW. The
outfall at this location flows south to Palma Sola Bay.

The proposed conditions consist of an undivided two-lane crown section of roadway with 10-foot travel
lanes and Type F curb and gutter. A 5-foot wide sidewalk and 8-foot wide landscape area is proposed on
the north side of the roadway, and an 8-foot wide landscape area and 10-foot side multiuse trail is proposed
on the south side of the roadway. Due to the narrowing of the lane widths, the curb line is anticipated to
shift. Therefore, a new inlet and pipe system is needed to capture roadway runoff and will tie into the existing
storm sewer system trunk line.

Segment C:

Segment C extends from 82nd Street NW/83rd Street NW to 75th Street NW. In the existing conditions, the
70-foot right-of-way section contains an undivided two-lane crown section of roadway with 14-foot travel
lanes, a 5-foot wide paved shoulder, and Type F curb and gutter on both sides of the roadway. The north
side of the roadway contains a 12-foot wide grass utility strip and a 6-foot wide existing sidewalk, and the
south side contains a small grass utility strip and a 6-foot wide existing sidewalk. An existing inlet and pipe
systems captures roadway runoff and conveys it to the existing cross drain located at 78th Street.

The proposed conditions consist of a paved median or landscape island divided two-lane crown section of
roadway with 10-foot travel lanes and Type F curb and gutter. An 8-foot wide sidewalk and 6-foot wide
landscape area is proposed on the north side of the roadway, and a 10-foot side multiuse trail is proposed
on the south side of the roadway. Due to the slight lane modification, the curb line is anticipated to shift
slightly. Therefore, a new inlet and pipe system may be needed to capture roadway runoff and is anticipated
to tie into the existing storm sewer system trunk line.

POND SITE INFORMATION

Potential pond sites were evaluated for Basins 1 and 2. Factors considered include soil hydraulic
conductivity, expected seasonal high water table, basin hydrology, property impacts, environmental and
floodplain impacts, and conveyance distance. Potential Pond site locations are included in Appendix D.

USDA/SCS Soils Information

Soil classification and descriptions for the project were determined using the USDA/SCS Soil Survey of
Manatee County, Florida. Refer to Appendix E. The predominant soil types within each basin are
EauGallie-EauGallie Wet Fine sand, Estero Muck, Pomello Fine sand, Duette Fine sand, and Delray-
EauGallie complex.

Seasonal High Water Elevation

The expected seasonal high water elevation for all pond sites was determined using a Drainage Report
provided by others within the nearby vicinity. A Geotechnical Site Exploration Report, soil borings, and
laboratory analysis will need to be completed by a licensed geotechnical engineer as part of the final pond
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design.

Floodplain Information

The project’s floodplain information is based on the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) data for Manatee County, Florida. The project limits are located within
Zone X, areas determined to be outside the 0.2% annual chance floodplain, and within Zone AE, areas
inside of the flood zone with determined base flood elevations (BFE). Refer to Appendix F. Additional
engineering analysis will be required to address effects to floodplain including design and construction of
flood compensation areas. This will be evaluated during the design phase of this project including permitting
with the SWFWMD.

Wetland/Environmental Resource Assessment

An environmental resource assessment will need to be performed during the design phase. Wetland
impacts and potential environmental issues may affect drainage pond siting and should be identified during
the assessment.

Cultural Resource Assessment Information

A cultural resource assessment should be performed during the design phase to determine achar logical
sites, historic structures, and historic cemetery. A cemetery in located on the north side of the project just
east of 87" Street NW.

Site Selection Considerations

Florida Department of Transportation pond site selection criteria was used during the Pond Siting Review
to identify viable pond sites. The FDOT “Drainage Design Guide,” dated January 2019, lists the following
considerations:

1. Use existing FDOT properties or other state-owned property, if feasible.

2. Minimize the number of parcels required. For example, avoid using part of two parcels when
the pond will fit within one parcel.

3. Generally, property owners prefer ponds toward the rear of their property. For parcels that abut
the roadway right-of-way, the portion of the parcel next to the road usually is the most
expensive.

4, Avoid splitting a parcel, thus creating two independent parcel remainders.

5. Consider the parcels identified by the right-of-way office. Even if a parcel is not large enough

to provide all the stormwater management, it may be large enough to provide the treatment for
stormwater quality. Or it could replace treatment and attenuation for parcels adjacent to the
road that will have their ponds removed because of the road improvements.

6. Avoid wetlands.

7. Avoid archeological sites and historic structures listed on or eligible for listing on the National
Register of Historic Places.

8. Consider a joint use facility (on the FDOT and another entity share) as an alternate, if one is
feasible.

9. Generally, do not consider an option that requires water quality monitoring. Historically, this
has been very expensive.

10. Stormwater treatment systems must be at least 30 meters (100 feet) from any public water
supply well. (Chapter 62-555, F.A.C.).

11. Locations with billboards are usually expensive.

12. Locations with mature, attractive trees that will fit into the pond design increase the aesthetic

value of the pond site.
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POND DESIGN CRITERA

The proposed project is within the jurisdiction of the Southwest Florida Water Management District
(SWFWMD). Following SWFWMD guidelines for open basins, the critical event to be used is the and 25-
year-24-hour design storms. The 25-year, 24-hour event constitutes a rainfall depth of 8.90 inches. The
stormwater will be attenuated using the 25-year, 24-hour event by stormwater ponds.

Each pond site area was calculated with the following minimal physical criteria:

1. Pond locations were chosen based upon existing elevations and the ability of the proposed
basin to drain via curb and gutter and stormwater conduit.

2, Interior pond slopes shall have a minimum slope ratio of 4:1.

3. Each site includes area for back slopes and fencing.

4, When pond areas are not accessible directly from the road right-of-way, an access easement

shall be provided.
POND ALTERNATIVES

Basin 1

Basin 1 extends from 99th Street NW to just west of 84" Street. This basin contains roadway improvements
associated with all of Segment A and a majority of Segment B.

The following table compares the impervious and pervious area in the existing and proposed conditions
within Basin 1.

As seen above, there is less vehicular use area in the proposed conditions. This is due to narrowing lane
widths and reducing shoulder width in Segment B. This reduction in pollutant loading could compensate for
widening lane widths and introduction of curb and gutter in Segment A. Therefore, no treatment is expected
for Basin 1.

However, there is an increase in overall impervious area in the proposed conditions due to the non-vehicular
use area increase of proposed multiuse trail and sidewalk. This increase in impervious area will require
attenuation to avoid impacts downstream. The additional impervious area creates a net runoff increase of
0.156 acre-feet.
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Pond Side Alternative A

Robinson Preserve Park (Modify Existing Pond)
The Robinson Preserve Park has a pond located at the northeast side of the parcel that has available
storage. The design calculations are included in Appendix G1.

Basin 2 extends from just east of 84™ Street NW to 75th Street NW. This basin contains roadway
improvements associated with a portion of Segment B and all of Segment C.

As seen above, there is an overall net decrease in impervious area due to the narrowing of lane widths and
reduction in shoulder width in Segment B and the slight reduction of lane widths and the introduction of
landscape medians in Segment C. This basin does not require treatment or attenuation for proposed
improvements.

SEGMENT A CONVEYANCE OPTIONS

Due to conveyance impacts from the segment A roadway design, three options were identified for
conveyance along segment A:

e Option 1 uses the remaining ditch storage on the north side of the project corridor and a large pipe
system on the south side of the project.

e Option 2 adds additional storage to the ditch on the north side (proposed right of way needed)
avoiding a large pipe system. A curb and gutter system would be used on both sides of the road.
A curb inlet and pipe system would be used to convey the runoff to the ditch along the north side
of the road.

e Option 3 consists of impacting the existing open drainage system and replacing it with two large
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popes along both sides of the road. This option would avoid an open system by using curb inlet
and pipe system to convey the runoff. Curb and gutter would be used on both sides of the road.
Since a pipe system would replace the existing ditch system, this option would require right of way
acquisition to provide storage

Furnishing Payment and Performance Bonds shall be requisite to execution of an
Agreement with COUNTY. Said Payment and Performance Bonds will remain in force
for the duration of this Agreement with the premiums paid by the CONSULTANT. Failure
of the CONSULTANT to execute such Agreement and to supply the required bonds
shall be just cause for cancellation of the award. COUNTY may then contract with the
next lowest, responsive and responsible CONSULTANT or re-advertise the RFP.

Failure of COUNTY at any time to require performance by the C@ISULTANT of any
provisions set out in the resulting Agreement will in no way affe e right of COUNTY,
thereafter, to enforce those provisions.
