The Due Date and Time for submission of Bids in response to this Invitation for
Bid Construction (IFBC) is December 13 at 2:00 P.M. ET. Bids must be delivered
to the following location: Manatee County Administration Building, 1112 Manatee
Avenue West, Suite 803, Bradenton, FL.

Bids received after the Due Date and Time will not be considered. It will be the sole
responsibility of the Bidder to deliver its Bid to the Manatee County Procurement Division
for receipt on or before the Due Date and Time.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS

The contents of the Bid sealed package must include:

Electronic format copy should be submitted on a Universal Serial Bus (USB) portable
flash memory drive or compact disc (CD) in Microsoft Office® or Adobe Acrobat®
portable document format (PDF) in one continuous file. Do not password protect or
otherwise encrypt electronic Bid copies. Electronic copies must be searchable and contain
an identical Bid to the original.

EXAMINATION OF BID DOCUMENTS AND SITE(S)

It is the responsibility of each bidder before submitting a bid, to (a) examine the IFBC
documents thoroughly; (b) visit the Project Site(s) to become familiar with local
conditions that may affect cost, progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work; (c)

consider federal, state, and local codes, laws, and regulations that may affect costs,
progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work; (d) study and carefully correlate
bidder's observations with the IFBC documents; and (e) notify County in writing of all
conflicts, errors, or discrepancies in the [IFBC documents.

Each bidder may, at bidder's own expense, make or obtain any additional examinations,
investigations, explorations, tests and studies, and obtain any additional information and
data which pertain to the physical conditions at or contiguous to the Project Site(s) or
otherwise which may affect cost, progress, performance or furnishing of the Work and
which bidder deems necessary to determine his bid for performing and furnishing the
Work in accordance with the time, price and other terms and conditions of the IFBC
documents. County will provide each bidder access to the site(s) to conduct such
explorations and tests.

Bidder shall fill all holes, clean up and restore the Project Site(s) to its former condition
upon completion of such explorations. The lands upon which the Work is to be
performed, rights-of-way and easements for access thereto, and other lands designated
for use by successful bidder in performing the Work are identified in the IFBC
documents.

All additional lands and access thereto required for temporary construction facilities or
storage of materials and equipment are to be provided by successful bidder. Easements
for permanent structures or permanent changes in existing structures are to be obtained
and paid for by County unless otherwise provided in the IFBC documents.

Inspection of the Project Site(s) is a requirement to be considered for award of this bid.
Prior to submitting a bid, each bidder shall examine the Project Site(s) and all conditions
thereon fully familiarizing themselves with the full scope of the Work. Failure to become
familiar with Project Site conditions will in no way relieve the successful bidder from
the necessity of furnishing any materials or performing any Work that is required to
complete the Project in accordance with the Project Plans and Specifications. Bidder shall
acknowledge inspection of the Project Site(s) on his/her signed, submitted Bid Form.

ADDENDA

Any interpretations, corrections or changes to this IFBC will be made by addenda.
Addenda will be posted on the Procurement Division’s web page of the County website
at http://www.mymanatee.org/purchasing > Bids and Proposals. For those solicitations
that are advertised on a third-party website, addenda will also be posted on the third-
party’s distribution system on the ‘Planholders’ link.

All addenda are a part of the IFBC and each Bidder will be bound by such addenda. It is
the responsibility of each Bidder to read and comprehend all addenda issued. Failure of
any Bidder to acknowledge an issued addendum in its Bid will not relieve the Bidder from
any obligation contained therein.

BID FORMS

Bids must include the forms provided in this IFBC. If needed, additional pages may be
attached to a form. Bidders must fully complete and execute all Bid Forms. Bid Forms
must be executed by an authorized official of the company who has the legal authority to
bind the company.

BID EXPENSES

All costs incurred by Bidder in responding to this IFBC will be the sole responsibility of
the Bidder.

QUESTION AND CLARIFICATION PERIOD

Each Bidder shall examine all IFBC documents and will judge all matters relating to the
adequacy and accuracy of such documents. Any questions or requests concerning
interpretation, clarification or additional information pertaining to this IFBC, including
the sample Agreement, shall be made in writing via email to the Manatee County
Procurement Division to the Designated Procurement Contact or to
purchasing@mymanatee.org. All questions received and responses given will be provided
to potential bidders via an addendum to this IFBC.

Manatee County will not be responsible for oral interpretations given by other sources
including County staff, representative, or others. The issuance of a written addendum by
the Procurement Division is the only official method whereby interpretation, clarification
or additional information will be given.

FALSE OR MISLEADING STATEMENTS

Bids which contain false or misleading statements, or which provide references which do
not support an attribute or condition claimed by the Bidder, may be rejected. If, in the
opinion of the County, such information was intended to mislead the County in its
evaluation of the Bid, and the attribute, condition or capability is a requirement of this
IFBC. Such Bidder will be disqualified from consideration for this IFBC and may be
disqualified from submitting a response on future solicitation opportunities with the
County.

CONFIDENTIALITY OF SECURITY RELATED RECORDS

a. Pursuant to Florida Statutes § 119.071(3), the following records (hereinafter referred
to collectively as “the Confidential Security Records™) are confidential and exempt
from the disclosure requirements of Florida Statutes § 119.07(1):

i. A Security System Plan or portion thereof for any property owned by or leased to
County or any privately owned or leased property held by County.

ii. Building plans, blueprints, schematic drawings, and diagrams, including draft,
preliminary, and final formats, which depict the internal layout and structural
elements of a building, arena, stadium, water treatment facility, or other structure
owned or operated by County.

iii. Building plans, blueprints, schematic drawings, and diagrams, including draft,
preliminary, and final formats, which depict the internal layout or structural

elements of an attractions and recreation facility, entertainment or resort complex,
industrial complex, retail and service development, office development, or hotel
or motel development in the possession of, submitted to County.

b. Successful Bidder agrees that, as provided by Florida Statute, it shall not, as a result
of a public records request, or for other reason disclose the contents of, or release or
provide copies of the Confidential Security Records to any other party absent the
express written authorization of County’s Property Management Director or to comply
with a court order requiring such release or disclosure. To the extent successful Bidder
receives a request for such records, it shall immediately contact the County’s
designated Contract administrator who shall coordinate County’s response to the
request.

LOBBYING

After the issuance of any IFBC, prospective bidders, bidders, or their agents,
representatives or persons acting at the request of such bidder shall not contact,
communicate with or discuss any matter relating to the IFBC with any officer, agent or
employee of Manatee County other than the Purchasing Official or the contact identified
in this I[FBC, pursuant to the Manatee County Code of Laws. This prohibition includes
copying such persons on all written communication, including email correspondence.
This requirement begins with the issuance of an IFBC and ends upon execution of the
final Agreement or when the IFBC has been cancelled. Violators of this prohibition shall
be subject to sanctions as provided in the Manatee County Code of Laws.

UNBALANCED BIDDING PROHIBITED

County recognizes that large and/or complex projects will often result in a variety of
methods, sources, and prices. However, where in the opinion of the County such variation
does not appear to be justified given bid requirements and industry and market
conditions, the Bid will be presumed to be unbalanced. Examples of unbalanced Bids
will include:

a. Bids showing omissions, alterations of form, additions not specified, or required
conditional or unauthorized alternate bids.

b. Bids quoting prices that substantially deviate, either higher or lower, from those
included in the Bids of competitive Bidders for the same line item unit costs.

c. Bids where the unit costs offered are in excess of, or below reasonable cost analysis
values.

In the event County determines that a Bid is presumed unbalanced, it will request the
opportunity to and reserves the right to, review all source quotes, bids, price lists, letters
of intent, and other supporting documentation which the Bidder obtained and upon which
the Bidder relied upon to develop its Bid. County reserves the right to deem any
presumptive unbalanced Bid where the Bidder is unable to demonstrate the validity
and/or necessity of the unbalanced unit costs as non-responsive.

FRONT LOADING OF BID PRICING PROHIBITED

Prices offered for performance and/or acquisition activities which occur early in the
Project Schedule, such as mobilization; clearing and grubbing; or maintenance of traffic;
that are substantially higher than pricing of competitive bidders within the same portion
of the Project Schedule, will be presumed to be front loaded. Front loaded bids could
reasonably appear to be an attempt to obtain unjustified early payments creating a risk of
insufficient incentive for the bidder to complete the Work or otherwise creating an
appearance of an undercapitalized bidder.

In the event County determines that a bid is presumed to be front loaded, it will request
the opportunity to, and reserves the right to, review all source quotes, bids, price lists,
letters of intent, and other documents which the bidder obtained and upon which the
bidder relied upon to develop the pricing or acquisition timing for these bid items. County
reserves the right to reject as nonresponsive any presumptive front-loaded bids where the
bidder is unable to demonstrate the validity and/or necessity of the front-loaded costs.

WITHDRAWAL OR REVISION OF BIDS
Bidders may withdraw Bids under the following circumstances:

a. IfBidder discovers a mistake(s) prior to the Due Date and Time. Bidder may withdraw
its Bid by submitting a written notice to the Procurement Division. The notice must
be received in the Procurement Division prior to the Due Date and Time for receiving
Bids. A copy of the request shall be retained, and the unopened Bid returned to the
Bidder; or

b. After the Bids are opened but before a contract is signed, Bidder alleges a material
mistake of fact if:

1. The mistake is clearly evident in the solicitation document; or
2. Bidder submits evidence which clearly and convincingly demonstrates that a

mistake was made in the Bid. Request to withdraw a Bid must be in writing and
approved by the Purchasing Official.

IRREVOCABLE OFFER

Any Bid may be withdrawn up until the Due Date and Time. Any Bid not so withdrawn
shall, upon opening, constitute an irrevocable offer for a period of one hundred twenty
(120) days to provide the goods or services set forth in this IFBC or until one or more of
the Bids have been duly accepted by County, whichever occurs first.

RESERVED RIGHTS

County reserves the right to accept or reject any and/or all bids, to waive irregularities
and minor technicalities, and to request resubmission. Also, County reserves the right to
accept all or any part of the bid and to increase or decrease quantities to meet additional
or reduced requirements of County. Any sole response received by the first submission
date may or may not be rejected by County depending on available competition and

current needs of County. For all items combined, the bid of the lowest, responsive,
responsible bidder will be accepted, unless all bids are rejected.

The lowest, responsible bidder shall mean that Bidder who makes the lowest Bid to sell
goods and/or services of a quality which meets or exceeds the quality of goods and/or
services set forth in the IFBC documents or otherwise required by County.

To be responsive, a Bidder shall submit a Bid which conforms in all material respects to
the requirements set forth in the IFBC.

To be a responsible bidder, the bidder shall have the capability in all respects to perform
fully the bid requirements, and the tenacity, perseverance, experience, integrity,
reliability, capacity, facilities, equipment, and credit which will assure good faith
performance.

Also, County reserves the right to make such investigation as it deems necessary to
determine the ability of any bidder to furnish the service requested. Information County
deems necessary to make this determination shall be provided by the bidder. Such
information may include, but shall not be limited to current financial statements,
verification of availability of equipment and personnel, and past performance records.

APPLICABLE LAWS

Bidder must be authorized to transact business in the State of Florida. All applicable laws
and regulations of the State of Florida and ordinances and regulations of Manatee County
will apply to any resulting Agreement. Any involvement with the Manatee County
Procurement Division shall be in accordance with the Manatee County Procurement
Ordinance as amended.

COLLUSION

By submitting a bid in response to this [IFBC, Bidder certifies that it has not divulged,
discussed or compared its bid with any other bidder, and has not colluded with any other
bidder or parties to this bid whatsoever. Further, Bidder, and in the case of a joint bid
each party thereto, certifies as to their own organization, that in connection with this
IFBC that:

a. All prices and/or cost data submitted have been arrived at independently, without
consultation, communication, or agreement, for the purpose of restricting
competition, as to any matter relating to such prices and/or cost data, with any other
bidder or with any competitor;

b. All prices and/or cost data quoted for this bid have not been knowingly disclosed by
the Bidder and will not knowingly be disclosed by the Bidder, prior to the scheduled
opening, directly or indirectly to any other bidder or to any competitor;

c. No attempt has been made, or will be made, by Bidder to induce any other person or
firm to submit or not to submit a bid for the purpose of restricting competition;

d. The only person or persons interested in this bid is/are named in Bidder’s Bid and
that no person other than those identified has any interest in the Bid or in the resulting
Agreement to be entered into.

e. No person or agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure the resulting
Agreement upon an agreement or understanding or a commission, percentage,
brokerage, or contingent fee except bona fide employees or established commercial
agencies maintained by Bidder for purpose of doing business.

CODE OF ETHICS

With respect to this and any bid, if a Bidder violates, directly or indirectly, the ethics
provisions of the Manatee County Procurement Code and/or Florida criminal or civil laws
related to public procurement, including but not limited to Florida Statutes Chapter 112,
Part 11, Code of Ethics for Public Officers and Employees, such Bidder will be ineligible
for award to perform the work described in this IFBC, and may be disqualified from
submitting on any future quote or bid requests to supply goods or services to Manatee
County. By submitting a bid, the Bidder represents to County that all statements made,
and materials submitted are truthful, with no relevant facts withheld.

PUBLIC CONTRACTING AND ENVIRONMENTAL CRIMES

A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a
conviction for a public entity crime, as that term is defined in Section 287.133, Florida
Statutes, may not submit a bid to provide any goods or services to a public entity; may
not submit a bid with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public building or
public work; may not submit bids on leases of real property to a public entity; may not
be awarded or perform Work as a contractor, supplier, Subcontractor, or consultant under
an agreement with any public entity; and may not transact business with any public entity
in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287.017, Florida Statutes, for
CATEGORY TWO for a period of thirty-six (36) months following the date of being
placed on the convicted list.

In addition, the Manatee County Code of Laws prohibits the award of any bid to any
person or entity who/which has, within the past five (5) years, been convicted of, or
admitted to in court or sworn to under oath, a public entity crime or of any environmental
law that, in the reasonable opinion of the Purchasing Official, establishes reasonable
grounds to believe the person or business entity will not conduct business in a responsible
matter.

To ensure compliance with the foregoing, the Code requires all persons or entities
desiring to do business with County to execute and file with the Purchasing Official an
affidavit, executed under the pain and penalties of perjury, confirming that person, entity
and any person(s) affiliated with the entity, does not have such a record and is therefore
eligible to seek and be awarded business with County. In the case of a business entity
other than a partnership or a corporation, such affidavit shall be executed by an authorized
agent of the entity. In the case of a partnership, such affidavit shall be executed by the

general partner(s). A Public Contracting and Environmental Crimes Certification form is
attached herein for this purpose.

SCRUTINIZED COMPANIES

Florida Statutes § 287.135, as amended from time to time, may contain limitations on the
part of a company to conduct business with the County. Submission of a response to this
solicitation shall be subject to all procedural requirements contained within that statute
including the submission of any required certification of eligibility to contract with the
County. It shall be the responsibility of the company responding to this solicitation to
concurrently review the current version of the statute and ensure it is compliant. To the
extent a certification is required, it shall be provided on the form located at Appendix F
Vendor Certification Regarding Scrutinized Companies Lists.

AGREEMENT

The successful Bidder will be required to execute the Agreement, a sample of which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof. The County will transmit the Agreement to the
successful Bidder for execution. The successful Bidder agrees to deliver the required
number of duly executed copies of the Agreement, with any other required documents, to
the County within ten calendar days of receipt.

LEGAL NAME

Bidders shall clearly indicate the full legal name, including any d/b/a, address, email
address, and telephone number on the Bid Form. Bid Forms shall be signed above the
typed or printed name and title of the signer. The signer must be an official of the
organization and have the authority to bind the bidder to the submitted bid.

When bidder is a partnership, the Bid Form shall be signed in the name of the firm and
by all partners required under the terms of the partnership agreement. When a corporation
is a bidder, the authorized corporate officers shall sign.

Bidders who are corporations or limited partnerships shall provide a certified copy of
their permit to transact business in the State of Florida, preferably along with the Bid
Form, or within forty-eight (48) hours after request by County.

When submitting a bid as a joint venture, it must have filed paper documents with the
Division of Profession’s Construction Industry Licensing Board prior to submitting a bid.

DISCOUNTS

All discounts must be incorporated in the prices contained in the bid and not shown
separately. Unless otherwise specified in this IFBC, pricing must be all inclusive,
including delivery costs. The prices indicated on the Pricing Form shall be the prices used
in determining award.

TAXES

Manatee County is exempt from Federal Excise and State Sales Taxes. (F.E.T. Cert. No.
59-78-0089K; Florida Sales Tax Exempt Cert. No. 85-8012622206C-6). Therefore, the

Bidder is prohibited from delineating a separate line item in its bid for any sales or service
taxes.

The successful Bidder will be responsible for the payment of taxes of any kind, including
but not limited to sales, consumer, use, and other similar taxes payable on account of the
work performed and/or materials furnished under the award in accordance with all
applicable laws and regulations.

QUALITY

Unless otherwise specifically provided in the IFBC documents, all goods provided shall
be new, the latest make or model, of the best quality, of the highest grade of
workmanship, and of the most suitable for the purpose intended.

Unless otherwise specifically provided in the IFBC documents, reference to any
equipment, material, article or patented process, by trade name, brand name, make or
catalog number, shall be regarded as establishing a standard of quality and shall not be
construed as limiting competition.

AUTHORIZED PRODUCT REPRESENTATION

Bidder, by virtue of submitting the name and specifications of a manufacturer's product,
will be required to furnish the named manufacturer's product. Failure to do so may, in the
County's sole discretion, be deemed a material breach of the resulting agreement and
shall constitute grounds for County's immediate termination of the resulting agreement.

ROYALTIES AND PATENTS

The successful Bidder shall pay all royalties and license fees for equipment or processes
in conjunction with the equipment and/or services being furnished. Successful Bidder
shall defend all suits or claims for infringement of any patent, trademark or copyright,
and shall save County harmless from loss on account thereof, including costs and
attorney's fees.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

Manatee County does not discriminate upon the basis of any individual's disability status.
This non-discrimination policy involves every aspect of County's functions including
one's access to participation, employment, or treatment in its programs or activities.
Anyone requiring reasonable accommodation for an information conference or bid
opening should contact the person named on the cover page of this document at least
twenty-four (24) hours in advance of either activity.

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title 15, Part 8 of the Code

The work to be done consists of the furnishing of all labor, materials and
equipment, and the performance of all work included in this Contract.

Work Included

The Contractor shall furnish all labor, superintendence, materials, plant power,
light, heat, fuel, water, tools, appliances, equipment, supplies, shop drawings,
working drawings and other means of construction necessary or proper for
performing and completing the work. He shall obtain and pay for all required
permits necessary for the work, other than those permits such as the DEP permit
and DOT permit, which may have already been obtained. He shall perform and
complete the work in the manner best calculated to promote rapid construction
consistent with safety of life and property and to the satisfaction of the County, and
in strict accordance with the Contract Documents. The Contractor shall clean up
the work and maintain it during and after construction, until accepted, and shall do
all work and pay all incidental costs. He shall repair or restore all structures and
property that may be damaged or disturbed during performance of the work.

The cost of incidental work described in these General Requirements, for which
there are no specific Contract Items, shall be considered as part of the general cost
of doing the work and shall be included in the prices for the various Contract ltems.
No additional payment will be made.

The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the adequacy of his workmanship,
materials and equipment.

Public Utility Installations and Structures

Public utility installations and structures shall be understood to include all poles,
tracks, pipes, wires, conduits, house service connections, vaults, manholes and all
other appurtenances and facilities pertaining thereto.

The Contractor shall protect all installations and structures from damage during the
work. Access across any buried public utility installation or structure shall be made
only in such locations and by means approved by the County. All required
protective devices and construction shall be provided by the Contractor at his
expense. All existing public utilities damaged by the Contractor, which may or may
not be shown on the Plans or have been located in the field by the utility, shall be
repaired by the Contractor, at his expense, as approved by the County. No

separate payment shall be made for such protection or repairs to public utility
installations or structures.

Public utility installations or structures owned or controlled by the County or other
governmental body, which are required by this contract to be removed, relocated,
replaced or rebuilt by the Contractor not identified in any separate bid item shall be
considered as a part of the general cost of doing the work and shall be included in
the prices bid for the various contract items. No separate payment shall be made.

Where public utility installations or structures owned or controlled by the County or
other governmental body are encountered during the course of the work, and are
not indicated on the Plans or in the Specifications, and when, in the opinion of the
County, removal, relocation, replacement or rebuilding is necessary to complete
the work under this Contract, such work shall be accomplished by the utility having
jurisdiction, or such work may be ordered, in writing by the County, for the
contractor to accomplish. If such work is accomplished by the utility having
jurisdiction, it will be carried out expeditiously and the Contractor shall give full
cooperation to permit the utility to complete the removal, relocation, replacement
or rebuilding as required. If such work is accomplished by the Contractor, it will be
in accordance with the General and Supplemental General Conditions.

The Contractor shall give written notice to County and other governmental utility
departments and other owners of public utilities of the location of his proposed
construction operations, at least forty-eight hours in advance of breaking ground in
any area or on any unit of the work. This can be accomplished by making the
appropriate contact with the "Sunshine State One-Call of Florida, Inc. Call Center
("Call Sunshine™) and per all requirements provided for in the Florida Underground
Facilities Damage Prevention and Safety Act (Florida Statutes, Title XXXIII,
Chapter 556).

The maintenance, repair, removal, relocation or rebuilding of public utility
installations and structures, when accomplished by the Contractor as herein
provided, shall be done by methods approved by the County.

PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS

Plans

When obtaining data and information from the Plans, figures shall be used in
preference to scaled dimensions, and large-scale drawings in preference to small-
scale drawings.

Copies Furnished to Contractor

The Contractor shall furnish each of the subcontractors, manufacturers, and
material men such copies of the Contract Documents as may be required for their
work. Additional copies of the Plans and Specifications, when requested, may be
furnished to the Contractor at cost of reproduction.

Supplementary Drawings
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When, in the opinion of the County, it becomes necessary to explain more fully the
work to be done or to illustrate the work further or to show any changes which may
be required, drawings known as Supplementary Drawings, with specifications
pertaining thereto, will be prepared by the County and five paper prints thereof will
be given to the Contractor.

Contractor to Check Plans and Data

The Contractor shall verify all dimensions, quantities and details shown on the
Plans, Supplementary Drawings, Schedules, Specifications or other data received
from the County, and shall notify him of all errors, omissions, conflicts, and
discrepancies found therein. Failure to discover or correct errors, conflicts or
discrepancies shall not relieve the Contractor of full responsibility for unsatisfactory
work, faulty construction or improper operation resulting therefrom nor from
rectifying such conditions at his own expense. He will not be allowed to take
advantage of any errors or omissions, as full instructions will be furnished by the
County, should such errors or omissions be discovered. All schedules are given
for the convenience of the County and the Contractor and are not guaranteed to
be complete. The Contractor shall assume all responsibility for the making of
estimates of the size, kind, and quality of materials and equipment included in work
to be done under the Contract.

Specifications

The Technical Specifications consist of three parts: General, Products and
Execution. The General Section contains General Requirements which govern the
work. Products and Execution modify and supplement these by detailed
requirements for the work and shall always govern whenever there appears to be
a conflict.

Intent

All work called for in the Specifications applicable to this Contract, but not shown
on the Plans in their present form, or vice versa, shall be of like effect as if shown
or mentioned in both. Work not specified in either the Plans or in the Specifications,
but involved in carrying out their intent or in the complete and proper execution of
the work, is required and shall be performed by the Contractor as though it were
specifically delineated or described.

The apparent silence of the Specifications as to any detail, or the apparent
omission from them of a detailed description concerning any work to be done and
materials to be furnished, shall be regarded as meaning that only the best general
practice is to prevail and that only material and workmanship of the best quality is
to be used, and interpretation of these Specifications shall be made upon that
basis.

The inclusion of the Related Requirements (or work specified elsewhere) in the
General part of the specifications is only for the convenience of the Contractor, and
shall not be interpreted as a complete list of related Specification Sections.

MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT
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A. Manufacturer

All transactions with the manufacturers or subcontractors shall be through the
Contractor, unless the Contractor shall request, in writing to the County, that the
manufacturer or subcontractor deal directly with the County. Any such transactions
shall not in any way release the Contractor from his full responsibility under this
Contract.

Any two or more pieces or material or equipment of the same kind, type or
classification, and being used for identical types of services, shall be made by the
same manufacturer.

B. Delivery

The Contractor shall deliver materials in ample quantities to insure the most
speedy and uninterrupted progress of the work so as to complete the work within
the allotted time. The Contractor shall also coordinate deliveries in order to avoid
delay in, or impediment of, the progress of the work of any related Contractor.

C. Tools and Accessories

The Contractor shall, unless otherwise stated in the Contract Documents, furnish
with each type, kind or size of equipment, one complete set of suitably marked high
grade special tools and appliances which may be needed to adjust, operate,
maintain or repair the equipment. Such tools and appliances shall be furnished in
approved painted steel cases, properly labeled and equipped with good grade
cylinder locks and duplicate keys.

Spare parts shall be furnished as specified.

Each piece of equipment shall be provided with a substantial nameplate, securely
fastened in place and clearly inscribed with the manufacturer's name, year of
manufacture, serial number, weight and principal rating data.

D. Installation of Equipment.

The Contractor shall have on hand sufficient proper equipment and machinery of
ample capacity to facilitate the work and to handle all emergencies normally
encountered in work of this character.

Equipment shall be erected in a neat and workmanlike manner on the foundations
at the locations and elevations shown on the Plans, unless directed otherwise by
the County during installation. All equipment shall be correctly aligned, leveled
and adjusted for satisfactory operation and shall be installed so that proper and
necessary connections can be made readily between the various units.

The Contractor shall furnish, install and protect all necessary anchor and
attachment bolts and all other appurtenances needed for the installation of the
devices included in the equipment specified. Anchor bolts shall be in accordance
with the contract documents, as approved by the County and made of ample size
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and strength for the purpose intended. Substantial templates and working
drawings for installation shall be furnished.

The Contractor shall furnish all materials and labor for, and shall properly bed in
non-shrink grout, each piece of equipment on its supporting base that rests on
masonry foundations.

Grout shall completely fill the space between the equipment base and the
foundation. All metal surfaces coming in contact with concrete or grout shall
receive a coat of coal tar epoxy equal to Koppers 300M or provide a 1/32-inch
neoprene gasket between the metal surface and the concrete or grout.

Service of Manufacturer's Engineer

The Contract prices for equipment shall include the cost of furnishing (as required
by equipment specifications sections) a competent and experienced engineer or
superintendent who shall represent the manufacturer and shall assist the
Contractor, when required, to install, adjust, test and place in operation the
equipment in conformity with the Contract Documents. After the equipment is
placed in permanent operation by the County, such engineer or superintendent
shall make all adjustments and tests required by the County to prove that such
equipment is in proper and satisfactory operating condition, and shall instruct such
personnel as may be designated by the County in the proper operation and
maintenance of such equipment.

INSPECTION AND TESTING
General

Refer to the Startup Requirements Section for all equipment and systems included
as Part of this Work, and detailed field startup instructions.

Inspection and testing of materials will be performed by the County unless
otherwise specified.

For tests specified to be made by the Contractor, the testing personnel shall make
the necessary inspections and tests and the reports thereof shall be in such form
as will facilitate checking to determine compliance with the Contract Documents.
Three (3) copies of the reports shall be submitted and authoritative certification
thereof must be furnished to the County as a prerequisite for the acceptance of any
material or equipment.

If, in the making of any test of any material or equipment, it is ascertained by the
County that the material or equipment does not comply with the Contract, the
Contractor will be notified thereof and he will be directed to refrain from delivering
said material or equipment, or to remove it promptly from the site or from the work
and replace it with acceptable material, without cost to the County.

Tests of electrical and mechanical equipment and appliances shall be conducted

in accordance with recognized test codes of the ANSI, ASME, or the IEEE, except
as may otherwise be stated herein.
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The Contractor shall be fully responsible for the proper operation of equipment
during tests and instruction periods and shall neither have nor make any claim for
damage which may occur to equipment prior to the time when the County formally
takes over the operation thereof.

B. Costs

All inspection and testing of materials furnished under this Contract will be
performed by the County or duly authorized inspection engineers or inspections
bureaus without cost to the Contractor, unless otherwise expressly specified.

The cost of shop and field tests of equipment and of certain other tests specifically
called for in the Contract Documents shall be borne by the Contractor and such
costs shall be deemed to be included in the Contract price.

Materials and equipment submitted by the Contractor as the equivalent to those
specifically named in the Contract may be tested by the County for compliance.
The Contractor shall reimburse the County for the expenditures incurred in making
such tests on materials and equipment which are rejected for non-compliance.

C. Inspections of Materials

The Contractor shall give notice in writing to the County, at least two weeks in
advance of his intention to commence the manufacture or preparation of materials
specifically manufactured or prepared for use in or as part of the permanent
construction. Such notice shall contain a request for inspection, the date of
commencement and the expected date of completion of the manufacture or
preparation of materials. Upon receipt of such notice, the County will arrange to
have a representative present at such times during the manufacture as may be
necessary to inspect the materials or he will notify the Contractor that the
inspection will be made at a point other than the point of manufacture, or he will
notify the Contractor that inspection will be waived. The Contractor must comply
with these provisions before shipping any material. Such inspection shall not
release the Contractor from the responsibility for furnishing materials that meet the
requirements of the Contract Documents.

D. Certificate of Manufacture

When inspection is waived or when the County so requires, the Contractor shall
furnish to him authoritative evidence in the form of Certificates of Manufacture that
the materials to be used in the work have been manufactured and tested in
conformity with the Contract Documents. These certificates shall be notarized and
shall include copies of the results of physical tests and chemical analyses, where
necessary, that have been made directly on the product or on similar products of
the manufacturer.

E. Shop Tests of Operating Equipment

Each piece of equipment for which pressure, duty, capacity, rating, efficiency,
performance, function or special requirements are specified shall be tested in the
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shop of the maker in a manner which shall conclusively prove that its
characteristics comply fully with the requirements of the Contract Documents. No
such equipment shall be shipped to the work until the County notifies the
Contractor, in writing, that the results of such tests are acceptable.

The cost of shop tests and of furnishing manufacturer's preliminary and shop test
data of operating equipment shall be borne by the Contractor.

F. Preliminary Field Tests

As soon as conditions permit, the Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, and
instruments and shall make preliminary field tests of equipment. If the preliminary
field tests disclose any equipment furnished under this Contract which does not
comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall,
prior to the acceptance tests, make all changes, adjustments and replacements
required. The furnishing Contractor shall assist in the preliminary field tests as
applicable.

G. Final Field Tests

Upon completion of the work and prior to final payment, all equipment and piping
installed under this Contract shall be subjected to acceptance tests as specified or
required to prove compliance with the Contract Documents.

The Contractor shall furnish labor, fuel, energy, water and all other materials,
equipment and instruments necessary for all acceptance tests, at no additional
cost to the County. The Supplier shall assist in the final field tests as applicable.

H. Failure of Tests

Any defects in the materials and equipment or their failure to meet the tests,
guarantees or requirements of the Contract Documents shall be promptly corrected
by the Contractor. The decision of the County as to whether or not the Contractor
has fulfilled his obligations under the Contract shall be final and conclusive. If the
Contractor fails to make these corrections or if the improved materials and
equipment, when tested, shall again fail to meet the guarantees of specified
requirements, the County, notwithstanding its partial payment for work, and
materials and equipment, may reject the materials and equipment and may order
the Contractor to remove them from the site at his own expense.

In case the County rejects any materials and equipment, then the Contractor shall
replace the rejected materials and equipment within a reasonable time. If he fails
to do so, the County may, after the expiration of a period of thirty (30) calendar
days after giving him notice in writing, proceed to replace such rejected materials
and equipment, and the cost thereof shall be deducted from any compensation due
or which may become due to the Contractor under his Contract.

. Final Inspection

During such final inspections, the work shall be clean and free from water. In no
case will the final pay application be prepared until the Contractor has complied

with all requirements set forth and the County has made his final inspection of the
entire work and is satisfied that the entire work is properly and satisfactorily
constructed in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

TEMPORARY STRUCTURES
Temporary Fences

If, during the course of the work, it is necessary to remove or disturb any fence or
part thereof, the Contractor shall, at his own expense, if so ordered by the County,
provide a suitable temporary fence which shall be maintained until the permanent
fence is replaced. The County shall be solely responsible for the determination of
the necessity for providing a temporary fence and the type of temporary fence to
be used.

TEMPORARY SERVICES

First Aid

The Contractor shall keep upon the site, at each location where work is in progress,
a completely equipped first aid kit and shall provide ready access thereto at all
times when people are employed on the work.

LINES AND GRADES

Grade

All work under this Contract shall be constructed in accordance with the lines and
grades shown on the Plans, or as given by the County. The full responsibility for
keeping alignment and grade shall rest upon the Contractor.

Safeguarding Marks

The Contractor shall safeguard all points, stakes, grade marks, monuments and
bench marks made or established on the work, bear the cost of reestablishing them
if disturbed, and bear the entire expense of rectifying work improperly installed due
to not maintaining or protecting or removing without authorization such established
points, stakes and marks.

The Contractor shall safeguard all existing and known property corners,
monuments and marks adjacent to but not related to the work and, if required, shall
bear the cost of reestablishing them if disturbed or destroyed.

Datum Plane

All elevations indicated or specified refer to the Mean Sea Level Datum of the
NAVD 1988 and/or NGVD 1929.

ADJACENT STRUCTURES AND LANDSCAPING

Responsibility
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The Contractor shall also be entirely responsible and liable for all damage or injury
as a result of his operations to all other adjacent public and private property,
structures of any kind and appurtenances thereto met with during the progress of
the work. The cost of protection, replacement in their original locations and
conditions or payment of damages for injuries to such adjacent public and private
property and structures affected by the work, whether or not shown on the Plans,
and the removal, relocation and reconstruction of such items called for on the Plans
or specified shall be included in the various Contract ltems and no separate
payments will be made therefore. Where such public and private property,
structures of any kind and appurtenances thereto are not shown on the Plans and
when, in the opinion of the County, additional work is deemed necessary to avoid
interference with the work, payment therefore will be made as provided for in the
General Conditions.

Contractor is expressly advised that the protection of buildings, structures, tunnels,
tanks, pipelines, etc. and related work adjacent and in the vicinity of his operations,
wherever they may be, is solely his responsibility. Conditional inspection of
buildings or structures in the immediate vicinity of the project which may
reasonably be expected to be affected by the Work shall be performed by and be
the responsibility of the Contractor.

Contractor shall, before starting operations, make an examination of the interior
and exterior of the adjacent structures, buildings, facilities, etc., and record by
notes, measurements, photographs, etc., conditions which might be aggravated by
open excavation and construction. Repairs or replacement of all conditions
disturbed by the construction shall be made to the satisfaction of the County. This
does not preclude conforming to the requirements of the insurance underwriters.
Copies of surveys, photographs, reports, etc., shall be given to the County.

Prior to the beginning of any excavations, the Contractor shall advise the County
of all buildings or structures on which he intends to perform work or which
performance of the project work will be affected.

B. Protection of Trees

1. All trees and shrubs shall be adequately protected by the Contractor with
boxes and otherwise and in accordance with ordinances governing the
protection of trees. No excavated materials shall be placed so as to injure
such trees or shrubs. Trees or shrubs destroyed by negligence of the
Contractor or his employees shall be replaced by him with new stock of
similar size and age, at the proper season and at the sole expense of the
Contractor.

2. Beneath trees or other surface structures, where possible, pipelines may
be built in short tunnels, backfilled with excavated materials, except as
otherwise specified, or the trees or structures carefully supported and
protected from damage.

3. The County may order the Contractor, for the convenience of the County,
to remove trees along the line or trench excavation. If so ordered, the
County will obtain any permits required for removal of trees. Such tree
removal ordered shall be paid for under the appropriate Contract Items.
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Lawn Areas

Lawn areas shall be left in as good condition as before the starting of the work.
Where sod is to be removed, it shall be carefully removed, and later replaced, or
the area where sod has been removed shall be restored with new sod.

Restoration of Fences

Any fence, or part thereof, that is damaged or removed during the course of the
work shall be replaced or repaired by the Contractor and shall be left in as good a
condition as before the starting of the work. The manner in which the fence is
repaired or replaced and the materials used in such work shall be subject to the
approval of the County. The cost of all labor, materials, equipment, and work for
the replacement or repair of any fence shall be deemed included in the appropriate
Contract Item or items, or if no specific Item is provided therefore, as part of the
overhead cost of the work, and no additional payment will be made therefore.

PROTECTION OF WORK AND PUBLIC
Barriers and Lights

During the prosecution of the work, the Contractor shall put up and maintain at all
times such barriers and lights as will effectually prevent accidents. The Contractor
shall provide suitable barricades, red lights, "danger" or "caution" or "street closed"
signs and watchmen at all places where the work causes obstructions to the normal
traffic or constitutes in any way a hazard to the public, in accordance with state and
local requirements.

Smoke Prevention

A strict compliance with ordinances regulating the production and emission of
smoke will be required. No open fires will be permitted.

Noise

The Contractor shall eliminate noise to as great an extent as practicable at all
times. Air compressing plants shall be equipped with silencers and the exhaust of
all engines or other power equipment shall be provided with mufflers. In the vicinity
of hospitals and schools, special care shall be used to avoid noise or other
nuisances. The Contractor shall strictly observe all local regulations and
ordinances covering noise control.

Access to Public Services
Neither the materials excavated nor the materials or plant used in the construction
of the work shall be so placed as to prevent free access to all fire hydrants, valves

or manholes.

Dust prevention
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The Contractor shall prevent dust nuisance from his operations or from traffic by
keeping the roads and/or construction areas watered, as necessary, for dust
suppression.

CUTTING AND PATCHING

The Contractor shall do all cutting, fitting or patching of his portion of the work that
may be required to make the several parts thereof join and coordinate in a manner
satisfactory to the County and in accordance with the Plans and Specifications.
The work must be done by competent workmen skilled in the trade required by the
restoration.

CLEANING
During Construction

During construction of the work, the Contractor shall, at all times, keep the site of
the work and adjacent premises as free from material, debris and rubbish as is
practicable and shall remove the same from any portion of the site if, in the opinion
of the County, such material, debris, or rubbish constitutes a nuisance or is
objectionable. The Contractor shall remove from the site all of his surplus materials
and temporary structures when no further need therefore develops.

Final Cleaning

At the conclusion of the work, all equipment, tools, temporary structures and
materials belonging to the Contractor shall be promptly taken away, and he shall
remove and promptly dispose of all water, dirt, rubbish or any other foreign
substances.

The Contractor shall thoroughly clean all equipment and materials installed by him
and shall deliver such materials and equipment undamaged in a bright, clean,
polished and new operating condition.

MISCELLANEOUS
Protection Against Siltation and Bank Erosion

1. The Contractor shall arrange his operations to minimize siltation and bank
erosion on construction sites and on existing or proposed water courses
and drainage ditches.

2. The Contractor, at his own expense, shall remove any siltation deposits
and correct any erosion problems as directed by the County which results
from his construction operations.

Protection of Wetland Areas
The Contractor shall properly dispose of all surplus material, including soil, in

accordance with Local, State and Federal regulations. Under no circumstances
shall surplus material be disposed of in wetland areas as defined by the Florida

Existing Facilities

Each forcemain / lift station shall be kept in operation, throughout construction, as
described in the Construction Schedule and Project Constraints sections.

This Project involves working at the following three locations:

Lift Station (LS) 539 Site - Project involves approximately 900-feet of new 4-inch
forcemain to replace an existing 1.5-inch forcemain. This pipe connects LS 539
to LS 504. Contractor shall maintain continuous operation of this forcemain, so
the new forcemain must be installed and commissioned, before demolition of the
existing pipe can occur.

WORK PROGRESS

The Contractor shall furnish personnel and equipment which will be efficient,
appropriate and adequately sized to secure a satisfactory quality of work and a rate
of progress which will ensure the completion of the work within the time stipulated
in the Contract. If at any time such personnel appears to the County to be
inefficient, inappropriate, or insufficient for securing the quality of work required for
producing the rate of progress aforesaid, he may order the Contractor to increase
the efficiency, change the character, or increase the personnel and equipment and
the Contractor shall conform to such order. Failure of the County to give such order
shall in no way relieve the Contractor of his obligations to secure the quality of the
work and rate of progress required.

PRIVATE LAND

The Contractor shall not enter or occupy private land outside of easements, except
by permission of the affected property owner.

WORK LOCATIONS

Work shall be located substantially as indicated on the drawings, but the County
reserves the right to make such maodifications in locations as may be found
desirable to avoid interference with existing structures or for other reasons.

OPEN EXCAVATIONS

All open excavations shall be adequately safeguarded by providing temporary
barricades, caution signs, lights and other means to prevent accidents to persons
and damage to property. The Contractor shall, at his own expense, provide
suitable and safe bridges and other crossings for accommodating travel by
pedestrians and workmen. Bridges provided for access to private property during
construction shall be removed when no longer required. If the excavation becomes
a hazard, or if it excessively restricts traffic at any point, the County may require
special construction procedures such as limiting the length of open trench,
prohibiting stacking excavated material in the street and requiring that the trench
shall not remain open overnight.

The Contractor shall take precautions to prevent injury to the public due to open
trenches. All trenches, excavated material, equipment, or other obstacles which
could be dangerous to the public shall be barricaded and well lighted at all times
when construction is not in progress.

The Contractor shall avoid interruptions to water, telephone, cable TV, sewer, gas,
or other related utility services. He shall notify the County and the appropriate
agency well in advance of any requirement for dewatering, isolating, or relocating
a section of a utility, so that necessary arrangements may be made.

If it appears that utility service will be interrupted for an extended period, the County
may order the Contractor to provide temporary service lines at the Contractor's
expense.

The Contractor shall assume full responsibility for the protection of all buildings,
structures and utilities, public or private, including poles, signs, services to building
utilities, gas pipes, water pipes, hydrants, sewers, drains and electric and
telephone cables and other similar facilities, whether or not they are shown on the
Drawings. The Contractor shall carefully support and protect all such structures
and utilities from injury of any kind. Any damage resulting from the Contractor's
operation shall be repaired by the Contractor at his expense.

The Contractor shall bear full responsibility for obtaining locations of all
underground structures and utilities (including existing water services, drain lines
and sewers). Services to buildings shall be maintained and all costs or charges
resulting from damage thereto shall be paid by the Contractor.

Protection and temporary removal and replacement of existing utilities and
structures as described in this Section shall be a part of the work under the Contract
and all costs in connection therewith shall be included in the unit prices established
in the Bid.

If, in the opinion of the County, permanent relocation of a utility owned by the
County is required, the County may direct the Contractor, in writing, to perform the
work. Work so ordered will be paid for at the Contract unit prices, if applicable, or
as extra work as classified in the General Conditions. If relocation of a privately
owned utility is required, the County will notify the utility to perform the work as
expeditiously as possible. The Contractor shall fully cooperate with the County
and utility and shall have no claim for delay due to such relocation. The Contractor
shall notify public utility companies in writing at least 48 hours (excluding
Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) before excavating near their utilities.

TEST PITS

Test pits for the purpose of locating underground pipeline or structures in advance
of the construction shall be excavated and backfilled by the Contractorimmediately
after the utility location and the surface shall be restored in a manner equal or better
than the original condition. No separate payment will be made.

CARE AND PROTECTION OF PROPERTY

The Contractor shall be responsible for the preservation of all public and private
property and shall use every precaution necessary to prevent damage thereto. If
any direct or indirect damage is done to public or private property by or on account
of any act, omission, neglect, or misconduct in the execution of the work on the
part of the Contractor, such property shall be restored by the Contractor, at his
expense, to a condition equal or better to that existing before the damage was
done, or he shall make good the damage in another manner acceptable to the
County.

Fences and other features
removed by the Contractor shall be replaced in the location indicated by the County
as soon as conditions permit. All grass areas beyond the limits of construction
which have been damaged by the Contractor shall be regraded and sodded to
equal or exceed original conditions.

Trees close to the work which drawings do not specify to be removed, shall be
boxed or otherwise protected against injury. The Contractor shall trim all branches
that are liable to damage because of his operations, but in no case shall any tree
be cut or removed without prior notification to the County. All injuries to bark, trunk,
limbs and roots of trees shall be repaired by dressing, cutting and painting
according to approved methods, using only approved tools and materials.

The protection, removal and replacement of existing physical features along the
line of work shall be a part of the work under the Contract and all costs in
connection therewith shall be included in the unit and/or lump sum prices
established under the items in the Bid.

MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC

Open pits, trenches, unpaved streets, debris, or other obstructions due to
construction that will prevent the normal flow of traffic during an extended
construction stoppage, for any reason, shall be minimized. In the event an
extended construction stoppage is found to be necessary, Contractor shall, at his
own expense, provide normal traffic flow during extended construction stoppage.
Extended stoppage will be defined by the County.

All excavated material shall be placed so that vehicular and pedestrian traffic may
be maintained at all times. If the Contractor's operations cause traffic hazards, he
shall repair the road surface, provide temporary roadways, erect wheel guards or
fences, or take other safety measures which are satisfactory to the County.

Any changes to the traffic pattern require a Traffic Control Plan as detailed in
section 01570 of this specification..

WATER FOR CONSTRUCTION PURPOSES

In locations where public water supply is available, the Contractor may purchase
water for all construction purposes.

The Contractor shall be responsible for paying for all water tap fees incurred for
the purpose of obtaining a potable water service or temporary use meter.

MAINTENANCE OF FLOW

The Contractor shall at his own cost, provide for the flow of sewers, drains and
water courses interrupted during the progress of the work and shall immediately
cart away and remove all offensive matter. The entire procedure of maintaining
existing flow shall be fully discussed with the County well in advance of the
interruption of any flow.

CLEANUP

During the course of the work, the Contractor shall keep the site of his operations
in as clean and neat a condition as is possible. He shall dispose of all residue
resulting from the construction work and at the conclusion of the work, he shall
remove and haul away any surplus excavation, broken pavement, lumber,
equipment, temporary structures and any other refuse remaining from the
construction operations and shall leave the entire site of the work in a neat and
orderly condition.

COOPERATION WITHIN THIS CONTRACT

All firms or person authorized to perform any work under this Contract shall
cooperate with the General Contractor and his subcontractors or trades and shall
assist in incorporating the work of other trades where necessary or required.

Cutting and patching, drilling and fitting shall be carried out where required by the
trade or subcontractor having jurisdiction, unless otherwise indicated herein or
directed by the County.

PROTECTION OF CONSTRUCTION AND EQUIPMENT

All newly constructed work shall be carefully protected from injury in any way. No
wheeling or walking or placing of heavy loads on it shall be allowed and all portions
injured shall be reconstructed by the Contractor at his own expense.

All structures shall be protected in a manner approved by the County. Should any
of the floors or other parts of the structures become heaved, cracked, or otherwise
damaged, all such damaged portions of the work shall be completely repaired and
made good by the Contractor, at his own expense and to the satisfaction of the
County. If, in the final inspection of the work, any defects, faults, or omissions are
found, the Contractor shall cause the same to be repaired or removed and replaced
by proper materials and workmanship without extra compensation for the materials
and labor required. Further, the Contractor shall be fully responsible for the
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satisfactory maintenance and repair of the construction and other work undertaken
herein, for at least the warranty period described in the Contract.

C. Further, the Contractor shall take all necessary precautions to prevent damage to
any structure due to water pressure during and after construction and until such
structure is accepted and taken over by the County.

GENERAL

PERMITS

Upon notice of award, the Contractor shall immediately apply for all applicable
permits not previously obtained by the County to do the work from the appropriate
governmental agency or agencies. No work shall commence until all applicable
permits have been obtained and copies delivered to the County. The costs for
obtaining all permits shall be borne by the Contractor.

CONNECTIONS TO EXISTING SYSTEM

The Contractor shall perform all work necessary to locate, excavate and prepare
for connections to the existing systems all as shown on the Drawings or where
directed by the County. The cost for this work and for the actual connection shall
be included in the price bid for the project and shall not result in any additional cost
to the County. The termination point for each contract shall be as shown on the
Contract Drawings.

Contractor _shall receive permission from the County and Engineer prior to
connecting to existing facilities. This cannot be completed until the new facilities
have successfully been tested and commissioned. Contractor shall protect existing
facilities from deleterious substances and damage.

Connection to existing facilities which are in service shall be thoroughly planned in
advance, and all required equipment, materials, and labor shall be on hand at the
time of undertaking the connections. Work shall proceed continuously if necessary
to complete connections in the minimum time and at the time specified. Operation
of valves or other appurtenances on existing utilities, when required, shall be by or
under the direct supervision of the County.

RELOCATIONS

The Contractor shall be responsible for the coordination of the relocation of
structures, including but not limited to light poles, power poles, signs, sign poles,
fences, piping, conduits and drains that interfere with the positioning of the work
as set out on the Drawings. No relocation of the items under this Contract shall be
done without approval from the County.

EXISTING UNDERGROUND PIPING, STRUCTURES AND UTILITIES

The attention of the Contractor is drawn to the fact that during excavation, the
possibility exists of the Contractor encountering various utility lines not shown on
the Drawings. The Contractor shall exercise extreme care before and during
excavation to locate and flag these lines as to avoid damage to the existing lines.
The Contractor is required to verify the exact horizontal and vertical location of

underground utilities in the area of construction prior to proceeding with the work.
The Contractor shall be responsible for any and all damage which might result from
his failure to adequately locate and protect any and all utilities, whether above or
below grade. Any damage shall be repaired at no additional cost to the County.
Contractor shall perform field reconnaissance in advance of starting the work and
notify Engineer of any discrepancies with the drawings, so that design
modifications can be made before materials are ordered.

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure that all utility or other poles, the
stability of which may be endangered by the close proximity of excavation, are
temporarily stayed in position while work proceeds in the vicinity of the pole and
that the utility or other companies concerned be given reasonable advance notice.

The existing utility locations are shown without express or implied representation,
assurance, or guarantee that they are complete or correct or that they represent a
true picture of underground piping to be encountered. The Contractor shall be
responsible for notifying the various utility companies to locate their respective
utilities in advance of construction in conformance with all requirements provided
for in the Florida Underground Facilities Damage Prevention and Safety Act
(Florida Statutes, Title XXXIII, Chapter 556).

The existing piping and utilities that interfere with new construction shall be
rerouted as shown, specified, or required. Before any piping and utilities not shown
on the Drawings are disturbed, the Contractor shall notify the County and shall
provide suggestions on how best to resolve the issue.

The Contractor shall exercise care in any excavation to locate all existing piping
and utilities. All utilities which do not interfere with complete work shall be carefully
protected against damage. Any existing utilities damaged in any way by the
Contractor shall be restored or replaced by the Contractor at his expense as
directed by the County.

It is intended that wherever existing utilities such as water, sewer, gas, telephone,
electrical, or other service lines must be crossed, deflection of the pipe within
recommended limits and cover shall be used to satisfactorily clear the obstruction
unless otherwise indicated in the Drawings. However, when in the opinion of the
County this procedure is not feasible, he may direct the use of fittings for a utilities
crossing as detailed on the Drawings. No deflections will be allowed in gravity
sanitary sewer lines or in existing storm sewer lines.

SUSPENSION OF WORK DUE TO WEATHER

Refer to FDOT Standards and Specifications Book, Section 8.

HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS PLAN

Within 30 days of the date of Notice to Proceed, the Contractor shall submit to the
County a Hurricane Preparedness Plan. The plan should outline the necessary

measures which the Contractor proposes to perform at no additional cost to the
County in case of a hurricane warning.

contacts and a list of subcontractors and vendors with representatives’ contact
information.

In the event of inclement weather, or whenever County shall direct, Contractor shall
insure that he and his Subcontractors shall carefully protect work and materials
against damage or injury from the weather. If, in the opinion of the County, any
portion of work or materials is damaged due to the failure on the part of the
Contractor or Subcontractors to protect the work, such work and materials shall be
removed and replaced at the expense of the Contractor.

POWER SUPPLY

Electricity as may be required for construction and temporary power supply shall
be secured and purchased by the Contractor.

SALVAGE

Any existing equipment or material, including, but not limited to, hatches, valves,
pipes, fittings, couplings, etc., which is removed or replaced as a result of
construction under this project may be designated as salvage by the County and if
so shall be protected for a reasonable time until picked up by the County. Any
equipment or material not worthy of salvaging, as directed by the County, shall be
disposed of by the Contractor at no additional cost.

DEWATERING

The Contractor shall do all groundwater pumping necessary to prevent flotation of
any part of the work during construction operations with his own equipment.

The Contractor shall pump out water and wastewater which may seep or leak into
the excavations for the duration of the Contract and with his own equipment. He
shall dispose of this water in an appropriate manner.

Refer to Specification 02220 for additional dewatering requirements.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

Before commencing work on any of the existing pipelines, structures or equipment,
the Contractor shall notify the County, in writing, at least 10 calendar days in
advance of the date he proposes to commence such work. Contractor shall notify
Owner at least 21 days in advance of tie-in into existing facilities / piping.

Operation of existing facilities or shutdown of facilities, as required, must be
coordinated with the Owner and Engineer. The Owner’'s personnel will be
responsible for operating existing infrastructure.

The Owner’s operation and maintenance personnel will cooperate in every way
that is practical to facilitate Contractor’'s operation. However, certain shutdowns
and connections may only be permissible at times other than normal working hours
such as nights and weekend. No additional payment will be made to the Contractor
for overtime / holiday work.

If it becomes necessary for the proper operation or maintenance of portions of the
infrastructure, the Owner may require the Contractor to reschedule approved
shutdowns or tie-ins. The Contractor shall then reschedule its operations
accordingly. The Contractor, shall within 2 days of notice by the Owner that a
rescheduled shutdown / tie-in is necessary, furnish the Owner a revised outage
reqguest and a plan for rescheduling the shutdown/tie-in in accordance with the
reguirements of the construction schedule.

The Contractor shall provide, at his own expense, all necessary temporary facilities
for access to and for protection of, all existing facilities. The County's personnel
must readily have access at all times to the existing facilities. The Contractor is
responsible for all damage to existing structures, equipment and facilities caused
by his construction operations and must repair all such damage when and as
ordered by the County.

A sequencing plan for each site must be developed by the Contractor, to
demonstrate_how construction will occur without impacting operations of the
existing forcemains / lift stations. Costs for the design, provision, operation, and
removal of temporary facilities and piping shall be part of the Contractor’s work.

CONSTRUCTION CONDITIONS

The Contractor shall strictly adhere to the specific requirements of the
governmental unit(s) and/or agency(ies) having jurisdiction over the work.
Wherever there is a difference in the requirements of a jurisdictional body and
these Specifications, the more stringent shall apply.

PUBLIC NUISANCE

The Contractor shall not create a public nuisance including but not limited to
encroachment on adjacent lands, flooding of adjacent lands, excessive noise or
dust.

Sound levels must meet Manatee County Ordinance #87-34, (which amends
Ordinance 81-3, The Manatee County Noise Control Ordinance). Sound levels in
excess of such ordinance are sufficient cause to have the work halted until
equipment can be quieted to these levels. Work stoppage by the County for
excessive noise shall not relieve the Contractor of the other portions of this
specification.

No extra charge may be made for time lost due to work stoppage resulting from
the creation of a public nuisance.

WARRANTIES

All material supplied under these Specifications shall be warranted by the
Contractor and the manufacturers for a period of three (3) years. Warranty period
shall commence on the date of County acceptance.

Any traffic closure along US Route 301 (LS 539)
shall be limited from 8:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m., Sunday through Saturday with no
closures on Fridays, Saturdays, or holidays. Refer to FDOT traffic control
specification for additional requirements (APPENDIX A).

Night work may be established by the Contractor as regular procedure, especially
if required by permit, with the written permission of the County. Such permission,
however, may be revoked at any time by the County if the Contractor fails to
maintain adequate equipment and supervision for the proper execution and control
of the work at night.

Due to potential health hazards and requirements of the State of Florida and the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, existing facilities must be maintained in
operation.

FORM OF SCHEDULES

Prepare schedules using the latest version of Microsoft Project, or other County
approved software, in the form of a horizontal bar chart diagram.

Horizontal time scale shall
identify the first work day of each week.

Activities shall be at least as detailed as the Schedule of Values. Activity durations
shall be in whole working days.

SUPPORTING NARRATIVE

Status and scheduling reports identified below shall contain a narrative to
document the project status, to explain the basis of Contractor's determination of
durations, describe the Contract conditions and restraints incorporated into the

schedule and provide an analysis pertaining to potential problems and practical
steps to mitigate them.

The narrative shall specifically include:
1. Actual completion dates for activities completed during the monthly report

period and actual start dates for activities commenced during the monthly
report period.

County’s review of submittals covers only general conformity to the Drawings and
Specifications, external connections, and dimensions that affect the layout; it does
not _indicate thorough review of all dimensions, quantities, and details of the
material, equipment, device, or item covered. Engineer and County’s review shall
not relieve Contractor of sole responsibility for errors, omissions, or deviations in
the drawings and data, nor of Contractor's sole responsibility for compliance with
the Contract Documents.

The review of drawings and schedules shall be general and shall not be construed:

1. As permitting any departure from the Contract requirements.
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2. As relieving the Contractor of responsibility for any errors, including details,
dimensions and materials.

3. As approving departures from details furnished by the County, except as
otherwise provided herein.

If the drawings or schedules as submitted describe variations and show a
departure from the Contract requirements which the County finds to be in the
interest of the County and to be so minor as not to involve a change in Contract
Price or time for performance, the County may return the reviewed drawings
without noting any exception.

When reviewed by the County, each of the Shop and Working Drawings shall be
identified as having received such review being so stamped and dated. Shop
Drawings stamped "REJECTED" and with required corrections shown shall be
returned to the Contractor for correction and resubmittal.
Review of Shop Drawings will result in one of the following dispositions:

1. No Exceptions Taken

2. Returned for Confirmation or Resubmittal

3. Record Copy

4. Rejected

Resubmittals will be handled in the same manner as first submittals. On
resubmittals, the Contractor shall direct specific attention, in writing or on
resubmitted Shop Drawings, to revisions other than the corrections requested by
the County on previous submissions. The Contractor shall make any corrections
required by the County.

Resubmittals shall be made within 30 days of the date of the letter returning the
material to be modified or corrected, unless within 14 days Contractor submits an
acceptable request for an extension of the stipulated time period, listing the
reasons the resubmittal cannot be completed within that time.

If the Contractor considers any correction indicated on the drawings to constitute
a change to the Contract Drawings or Specifications, the Contractor shall give
written notice thereof to the County.

The County shall review a submittal/resubmittal a maximum of three (3) times after
which cost of review shall be borne by the Contractor. The cost of engineering
shall be equal to the County's actual payroll cost.

When the Shop and Working Drawings have been completed to the satisfaction of
the County, the Contractor shall carry out the construction in accordance therewith
and shall make no further changes therein except upon written instructions from
the County.

No partial submittals shall be reviewed. Incomplete submittals shall be returned to
the Contractor and shall be considered not approved until resubmitted.

SHOP DRAWINGS
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A. When used in the Contract Documents, the term "Shop Drawings" shall be
considered to mean Contractor's plans for material and equipment which become
an integral part of the Project. These drawings shall be complete and detailed.
Shop Drawings shall consist of fabrication, drawings, setting drawings, schedule
drawings, manufacturer's scale drawings and wiring and control diagrams. Cuts,
catalogs, pamphlets, descriptive literature and performance and test data, shall be
considered only as supportive to required Shop Drawings as defined above.

B. Drawings and schedules shall be checked and coordinated with the work of all
trades involved, before they are submitted for review by the County and shall bear
the Contractor's stamp of approval and original signature as evidence of such
checking and coordination. Drawings or schedules submitted without this stamp
of approval and original signature shall be returned to the Contractor for
resubmission.

C. Each Shop Drawing shall have a blank area 3-1/2 inches by 3-1/2 inches, located
adjacent to the title block. The title block shall display the following:

Number and title of the drawing.

Date of Drawing or revision.

Name of project building or facility.

Name of contractor and subcontractor submitting drawing.
Clear identification of contents and location of the work.
Specification title and number.

D. If drawings show variations from Contract requirements because of standard shop
practice or for other reasons, the Contractor shall describe such variations in his
letter of transmittal. If acceptable, proper adjustment in the contract shall be
implemented where appropriate. If the Contractor fails to describe such variations,
he shall not be relieved of the responsibility of executing the work in accordance
with the Contract, even though such drawings have been reviewed.

E. Data on materials and equipment shall include, without limitation, materials and
equipment lists, catalog sheets, cuts, performance curves, diagrams, materials of
construction and similar descriptive material. Materials and equipment lists shall
give, for each item thereon, the name and location of the supplier or manufacturer,
trade name, catalog reference, size, finish and all other pertinent data.

F. For all mechanical and electrical equipment furnished, the Contractor shall provide
a list including the equipment name and address and telephone number of the
manufacturer's representative and service company so that service and/or spare
parts can be readily obtained.

G. All manufacturers or equipment suppliers who proposed to furnish equipment or
products shall submit an installation list to the County along with the required shop
drawings. The installation list shall include at least five installations where identical
equipment has been installed and have been in operation for a period of at least
one (1) year.

H. Only the County will utilize the color "red" in marking shop drawing submittals.
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SUBMITTAL PREPARATION

Each submittal is to be complete and in sufficient detail to allow ready
determination of compliance with contract requirements.

Collect required data for each specific material, product, unit of work, or system
into a single submittal. Prominently mark choices, options, and portions applicable
to the submittal. Partial submittals will not be accepted for expedition of
construction effort. Submittal will be returned without review if incomplete.

If available product data is incomplete, provide Contractor-prepared
documentation to supplement product data and satisfy submittal requirements.

All irrelevant or unnecessary data shall be removed from the submittal to facilitate
accuracy and timely processing. Submittals that contain an excessive amount of
irrelevant or unnecessary data will be returned without review.

Provide a transmittal form for each submittal with the following information:

1. Project title, location and number.

2. Construction contract number.

3. Date of the drawings and revisions.

4. Name, address, and telephone number of subcontractor, supplier,
manufacturer, and any other subcontractor associated with the submittal.

5. List paragraph number of the specification section and page number; and
sheet number of the contract drawings by which the submittal is required.

6. When a resubmission, the resubmittal document name shall remain the
same, but shall add an alphabetic suffix on submittal description. For
example, submittal 18 would become 18A, to indicate resubmission.

7. Product identification and location in project.

The Contractor is responsible for reviewing and certifying that all submittals are in
compliance with contract requirements before submitting to the County for review.

WORKING DRAWINGS

When used in the Contract Documents, the term "working drawings" shall be
considered to mean the Contractor's fabrication and erection drawings for
structures such as roof trusses, steelwork, precast concrete elements, bulkheads,
support of open cut excavation, support of utilities, groundwater control systems,
forming and false work; underpinning; and for such other work as may be required
for construction of the project.

Copies of working drawings as noted above, shall be submitted to the County
where required by the Contract Documents or requested by the County and shall
be submitted at least thirty (30) days (unless otherwise specified by the County) in
advance of their being required for work.

Working drawings shall be signed by a registered Professional Engineer, currently
licensed to practice in the State of Florida and shall convey, or be accompanied
by, calculation or other sufficient information to completely explain the structure,
machine, or system described and its intended manner of use. Prior to
commencing such work, working drawings must have been reviewed without
specific exceptions by the County, which review will be for general conformance
and will not relieve the Contractor in any way from his responsibility with regard to
the fulfillment of the terms of the Contract. All risks of error are assumed by the
Contractor; the County and Engineer shall not have responsibility therefor.

SAMPLES

The Contractor shall furnish, for the review of the County, samples required by the
Contract Documents or requested by the County. Samples shall be delivered to
the County as specified or directed. The Contractor shall prepay all shipping
charges on samples. Materials or equipment for which samples are required shall
not be used in work until reviewed by the County.
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Samples shall be of sufficient size and quantity to clearly illustrate:

1. Functional characteristics of the product, with integrally related parts and
attachment devices.

2. Full range of color, texture and pattern.

3. A minimum of two samples of each item shall be submitted.

Each sample shall have a label indicating:

Name of product.

Name of Contractor and Subcontractor.

Material or equipment represented.

Place of origin.

Name of Producer and Brand (if any).

Location in project.

(Samples of finished materials shall have additional markings that will
identify them under the finished
