I EVALUATION RESULTS:

The Evaluation Committee convened on March 28, 2014 1:00 P.M. - 2:30 P.M. and determined that oral interviews would not be
required and discussed the scoring system based on the stated requirements in the RFP.

The Evaluation Committee convened on April 9, 2014 9:00 A.M. - 10:30 A.M and compiled the scoring totals for the acquisition
process determining a recommendation to the County Administrator.

Individual Evaluation Committee Members determined raw points for each proposer based on the evaluation factors listed in
paragraph D.01 of the RFP. Only whole points will be assessed, and no more than the maximum raw points afforded to each
evaluation factor.

To balance any extremes in the assignment of raw points by any Individual Evaluation Committee Member, the sum of the raw
points will be used to determine a score as follows: highest raw point score = 10 points; 2nd highest raw point score = 9 points;
3rd highest raw point score = 8 points; and 4th highest raw point score = 7 points

This process shall continue in similar progression for the number of proposers to be ranked. The sum of the scores from each
Individual Evaluation Committee Member shall be totaled. The Evaluation Committee's ranking shall be from the highest total
score to the lowest, based on the sum of these scores.
