Manatee County is located on the southwest coast of central Florida with a residential 
population of 334,000 and a land area of 741 square miles and consists of 150 miles of 
coastline on the Gulf of Mexico, and attracts more than 2 million visitors every year. The 
Manatee County Government ("County") is structured by 18 departments and 
approximately 1,750 employees and provides many services including public safety, 
parks, recreation, libraries, transportation, utilities, and general administrative and 
support services. 

The Human Resources Department plays a vital role in the recruitment and hiring of 
personnel for the County. As the primary recruitment function for County employees, 
Human Resources works very closely with all County Departments to ensure the proper 
sourcing and on-boarding techniques are utilized to provide the most qualified 
candidates for open job requisitions. 

In order to reduce vacancy time associated with qualifying suitable candidates, the 
County Departments utilize staffing firms to provide temporary labor as a short and long 
term solution.

Bonds must be in the form prescribed in Section 255.05, 
Florida Statutes, and must not contain notice, demand or other terms and conditions, including 
informal pre-claim meetings, not provided for in Section 255.05, Florida Statutes. 

Surety of such bonds shall be in an amount equal to 100% of the Contract Price issued by a 
duly authorized and nationally recognized surety company, authorized to do business in the 
State of Florida, satisfactory to Owner. Surety shall be rated as "A-" or better by Best's Key 
Guide, latest edition. The attorney-in-fact who signs the bonds must file with the bonds, a 
certificate and effective dated copy of power-of-attorney. Payment and Performance Bonds 
shall be issued to Manatee County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida, within ten 
(10) calendar days after notice of intent to award. 

In addition, pursuant to Section 255.05(1)(b), Florida Statutes, prior to commencing Work, the 
successful bidder shall be responsible and bear all costs associated to record the Payment 
and Performance Bond with the Manatee County Clerk of the Circuit Court. A certified copy of 
said recording shall be furnished to the Purchasing Division upon filing. Pursuant to Section 
255.05(1)(b), Florida Statutes, Owner will make no payment to the successful bidder until the 
successful bidder has complied with this paragraph. 

Furnishing Payment and Performance Bonds shall be requisite to execution of an Agreement 
with Owner. Said Payment and Performance Bonds will remain in force for the duration of the 
Agreement with the premiums paid by the successful bidder. Failure of the successful bidder 
to execute such Agreement and to supply the required bonds shall be just cause for 
cancellation of the award. Owner may then contract with the next lowest, responsive and 
responsible bidder or re-advertise this IFB. If another bidder is accepted, and notice given 
within ninety (90) days after the opening of the bids, this Acceptance shall bind the bidder as 
though they were originally the successful bidder. 

Failure of Owner at any time to require performance by the successful bidder of any 
provisions set out in the resulting Agreement will in no way affect the right of Owner, 
thereafter, to enforce those provisions.
