BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION

Manatee County Procurement Division has completed a due diligence review and intends to procure LM X100 Utility
Locating Radar System from Green Equipment Company without conducting a competitive solicitation process for
the following reason(s):

The Manatee County Utilities Department requires new utility locating radar systems. The LMX100, a ground
penetrating radar (GPR) is designed for non-destructive surveys to detect underground utilities across various soil
types and surfaces. Radiodetection is recognized as the industry standard for GPR technology, and the Utilities
Department currently operates ten LM X100 units. Additionally, the department possesses older GPR models from
Green Equipment Company; replacing these with new LM X100 units will facilitate the standardization of software
usage. After extensive evaluations, the Utilities Department has determined that only Green Equipment Company
can effectively and efficiently integrate with the existing Radiodetection equipment in their inventor as well as the
software. Preventing the need to replace older equipment as well as the software will bring a cost savings to Manatee
County.
