A.03 REQUIREMENTS FOR FORMAT AND DELIVERY OF PROPOSALS 

Any proposals received after the stated time and date will not be considered. It 
shall be the sole responsibility of the Proposer to have their proposal delivered to 
the Manatee County Purchasing Division for receipt on or before the stated time 
and date. If a proposal is sent by U.S. Mail, the Proposer shall be responsible for 
its timely delivery to the Purchasing Division. Proposals delayed by mail shall not 
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be considered, shall not be opened at the public opening, and arrangements shall 
be made for their retum at the Proposer's request and expense. 

Proposals must be submitted in the format specified in Section C hereof. The 
contents of each proposal shall be separated and arranged with tabs in the 
same order as listed in the Subsections within Section C identifying the 
response to each specific item thereby facilitating expedient review of all 
responses. 

A.04 CLARIFICATION & ADDENDA 

Each Proposer shall examine all Request for Proposal documents and shall judge 
all matters relating to the adequacy and accuracy of such documents. Any 
inquiries, suggestions or requests conceming interpretation, clarification or 
additional information pertaining to the Request for Proposal shall be made in 
writing through the Manatee County Purchasing Division. The County shall not 
be responsible for oral interpretations given by any County employee, 
representative, or agent. The issuance of a written addendum by the Purchasing 
Division is the only official method whereby interpretation, clarification or 
additional information can be given.

Manatee County requires a total of seven copies of your proposal to be submitted 
in one sealed package. The contents of your sealed package shall include: One 
signed Original (marked Original) and Five (5) Copies (each marked Copy) 
and One (1) Electronic copy. The electronic copy shall be in a pdf format and 
submitted on a CD or USB flash drive which is non-retumable. All seven copies 
of your proposal shall be identical.

Proposals shall clearly indicate the legal name, address and telephone number of 
the Proposer (company, firm, partnership, individual). Proposals shall be signed 
above the typed or printed name and title of the signer. The signer shall have the 
authority to bind the Proposer to the submitted proposal. 

A.07 PROPOSAL EXPENSES 

All expenses for making proposals to the County are to be borne by the Proposer. 

A.OS EXAMINATION OF OFFER 

The examination of the proposal and the Proposer generally requires a period of 
not less than ninety (90) calendar days from the date of the opening of the 
proposals. 

A.09 DISCLOSURE 

Upon receipt, all inquiries and responses to inquiries related to this Request for 
Proposal become "Public Records" and are subject to public disclosure consistent 
with Chapter 119, Florida Statutes. 

Proposals become subject to disclosure thirty (30) days after the Opening or if a 
notice of intended award decision is made earlier than this time as provided by 
Florida Statute 119.071(1 )(b). No announcement of review of the offer shall be 
conducted at the public opening. If the County rejects all offers and concurrently 
notices its intent to reissue the solicitation, initial offers are exempt until the 
County provides notice of its intended decision or, thirty (30) days after the 
opening of the new offers. 

Pursuant to Florida Statutes 119.0701, to the extent successful Proposer is 
performing services on behalf of the County, successful Proposer must: 

a. Keep and maintain public records that ordinarily and necessarily would be 
required by the County in order to perform the service; 

b. Provide the public with access to public records on the same terms and 
conditions that the County would provide and at a cost that does not exceed 
the cost provided in F .S. Chapter 119, or as otherwise provided by law; 
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c. Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from 
public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as 
authorized by law, and; 

d. Meet all requirements for retaining public records and transfer, at no cost, to 
the County all public records in possession of successful Proposer upon 
termination of the awarded Agreement and/or PO and destroy any duplicate 
public records that are exempt or confidential from public records disclosure 
requirements. All records stored electronically must be provided to the 
County in a format this is compatible with the County's information 
technology systems. 

A.10 ERRORS OR OMISSIONS 

Once a proposal is submitted, the County shall not accept any request by any 
Proposer to correct errors or omissions in the proposal. 

A.11 DISQUALIFICATION DUE TO NON-RESPONSIVENESS 

Manatee County reserves the right to find that any proposal received which does 
not contain all of the information, attachments, verification, forms or other 
information, may be considered non-responsive and therefore be disqualified from 
eligibility to proceed further in the RFP process. 

A.12 RESERVED RIGHTS 

The County reserves the right to accept or reject any and/or all proposals, to 
waive irregularities and technicalities, and to request resubmission. Any sole 
response received by the first submission date mayor may not be rejected by the 
County, depending on available competition and timely needs of the County. The 
County reserves the right to award the contract to a responsible Proposer 
submitting a responsive proposal, with a resulting negotiated agreement which is 
most advantageous and in the best interests of the County. The County shall be 
the sole judge of the proposal, and the resulting negotiated agreement that is in its 
best interest and its decision shall be final. Also, the County reserves the right to 
make such investigation as it deems necessary to determine the ability of any 
Proposer to perform the work or service requested. Information the County 
deems necessary to make this determination shall be provided by the Proposer. 
Such information may include, but shall not be limited to: current financial 
statements prepared by an independent CPA; verification of availability of 
equipment and personnel; and past performance records. 

A.13 APPLICABLE LAWS 

Proposer must be authorized to transact business in the State of Florida. All 
applicable laws and regulations of the State of Florida and ordinances and 
regulations of Manatee County will apply to any resulting agreement. Any 
involvement with any Manatee County procurement shall be in accordance with 
Manatee County Code Chapter 2-26. 
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A.14 CODE OF ETHICS 

With respect to this proposal, if any Proposer violates, directly or indirectly, the 
ethics provisions of the Manatee County Purchasing Code and/or Florida criminal 
or civil laws related to public procurement, including but not limited to Florida 
Statutes Chapter 112, Part II, Code of Ethics for Public Officers and Employees, 
such Proposer will be disqualified from eligibility to perform the work described in 
this Request for Proposal, and may also be disqualified from fumishing future 
goods or services to, and from submitting any future bids or proposals to supply 
goods or services to, Manatee County. 

By submitting a proposal, the Proposer represents to the County that all 
statements made and materials submitted are truthful, with no relevant facts 
withheld_ If a Proposer is determined to have been untruthful in its proposal or 
any related presentation, such Proposer will be disqualified from eligibility to 
perform the work described in this Request for Proposal, and may also be 
disqualified from furnishing future goods or services to, and from submitting any 
future bids or proposals to supply goods or services to, Manatee County_ 

A.15 COLLUSION 

By offering a submission to this Request for Proposal the Proposer certifies the 
Proposer has not divulged to, discussed or compared his proposal with other 
Proposers and has not colluded with any other Proposer or parties to this 
proposal Whatsoever. Also, the Proposer certifies, and in the case of a joint 
proposal, each party thereto certifies, as to their own organization that in 
connection with this proposal: 

a_ any prices and/or data submitted have been arrived at independently, 
without consultation, communication or agreement, for the purpose of 
restricting competition, as to any matter relating to such prices and/or cost 
data, with any other Proposer or with any competitor; 

b_ any prices and/or cost data quoted for this proposal have not been 
knowingly disclosed by the Proposer prior to the scheduled opening directly 
or indirectly to any competitor; 

c_ no attempt has been made or will be made by the Proposer to induce any 
other person or firm to submit or not to submit a proposal for the purpose of 
restricting competition; 

d_ the only person or persons interested in this proposal as principal or 
principals is/are named therein and that no person other than therein 
mentioned has any interest in this proposal or in the contract to be entered 
into; and 

e. no person or agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this 
contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, 
percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees_ 
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A.16 PUBLIC ENTITY CRIMES 

In accordance with Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a person or affiliate who 
has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public 
entity crime may not submit a proposal on a contract to provide any goods or 
services to a public entity, may not submit a proposal on a contract with a public 
entity for the construction or repair of a public building or public work, may not 
submit proposals on leases or real property to a public entity, may not be awarded 
or perform work as a contractor, supplier, subcontractor, or consultant under a 
contract with any public entity, and may not transact business with any public 
entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287.017 for Category 
Two for a period of 36 months from the date of being placed on the convicted 
vendor list. 

In addition, Manatee Code of Laws Chapter 2-26 Article V prohibits the award of 
County contracts to any person or entity who/which has, within the past 5 years, 
been convicted of, or admitted to in court or sworn to under oath, a public entity 
crime or of any environmental law that, in the reasonable opinion of the 
Purchasing Official, establishes reasonable grounds to believe the person or 
business entity will not conduct business in a reasonable manner. 

To ensure compliance with the foregoing, the Code requires all persons or entities 
desiring to contract with the County to execute and file with the purchasing official 
an affidavit, executed under the pain and penalties of pe~ury, confirming that 
person, entity, and any person(s) affiliated with the entity, does not have such a 
record and is therefore eligible to seek and be awarded business with the County. 
Proposer is to complete Attachment "B" and submit with your proposal. 

A.17 LOBBYING 

After the issuance of any Request for Proposal, prospective Proposers, or any 
agent, representative or person acting at the request of such Proposer shall 
not contact, communicate with or discuss any matter relating in any way to the 
Request for Proposal with any officer, agent or employee of Manatee County 
other than the Purchasing Official or as directed in the Request for Proposal. 
This prohibition includes the act of carbon copying officers, agents or 
employees of Manatee County on email correspondence. This requirement 
begins with the issuance of a Request for Proposal, and ends upon execution 
of the final Contract or when the Proposal has been canceled. Violators of 
this prohibition shall be subject to sanctions as provided in the Manatee 
County Purchasing Code of Law Chapter 2-26.

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SECTION B: SCOPE OF SERVICES 

B.01 BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

In order to verify the accuracy of the Architect's, Engineer's and/or Construction 
Manager's cost estimates, Construction Cost Estimating Services are an important 
component to provide Manatee County with an independent professional opinion as to 
the cost. In addition, due to the fluctuating current construction services marl<et 
conditions, Cost Estimating Services available to the County would facilitate the 
preparation and accuracy of project budgets during planning, design and construction 
phases. 

Manatee County is interested in contracting with qualified individuals or firms for small 
projects as well as with firms that specialize in large scale complex estimating and 
analysis therefore multiple awards are anticipated. 

Services will be provided to the County only after receipt of a written Work Assignment is 
executed by the County and the selected Proposer. A Work Assignment will establish the 
title of the project, a general description of the purpose for the worl<, the maximum total 
compensation and reimbursable expenses to be paid, the agreed upon date of 
completion among other specifics relating to the scope of worl< to be performed by the 
selected Proposer. 

B.02 SCOPE OF SERVICES 

Manatee County requires construction-related cost estimates at various planning stages 
and during the construction process, ranging from estimates prepared at the very early 
stages of the project, i.e., prior to retaining a project architect/engineer or establishing a 
design team, to cost estimates as the project becomes more defined and developed. The 
selected Proposer(s) must be able to prepare early conceptual based cost estimates, 
estimates that may be used to characterize the dollar value of a particular project, 
estimates that will be used to establish NE fee schedules, as well as estimates that may 
be used in the support of various project funding for both vertical and horizontal 
construction. These projects may involve new construction, renovation, utility, 
wastewater, stormwater, transportation, infrastructure, civil and program-wide projects. 
The cost estimating service(s) may include but may not be limited to the following: 

• Construction cost estimates 
• Cost estimating support in the analysis of value engineering (VE) initiatives 
• Developing a scope of worl< associated with a particular project 
• Assistance in proposal evaluations 
• Developing program parameters 
• Deriving a cost estimating approach conducive to the level of detail associated 

with a particular program 
• Life-cycle cost modeling 
• Risk modeling and assessments 
• Special cost reports 
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• Detailed cost estimated by construction division at schematic design, design 
development and construction document phases of design 

• Construction schedule review with and without construction expenditure/cash flow 
projections 

• Construction Manager or General Contractor bid/Guaranteed Maximum Price 
analysis to include but not limited review of general conditions, construction 
schedules and milestones, documents, bidders (prequalified, solicited, selected), 
bid package preparation and scope of work documentation, unit prices, and bid 
analysis and recommendations 

• Schedule of values review and analysis 
• Change order evaluation 
• Auditing and claims analysis 
• Facilities condition assessments with budgetary cost estimates 
• Cost Estimating associated with disaster related facilities damages 
• Expert witness services or testimony 

The selected Proposer shall have a working knowledge related to aspects of 
construction, including work package breakdown (project phasing), labor planning, 
construction site access, site layout, sequence of design and construction, rigging plan, 
availability and procurement of eqUipment and materials, prefabrication, pre-assembly, 
modularization, quality management, materials management, site facilities, safety, 
operability, and maintainability. 

These services shall require the selected Proposer to produce independent, objective, 
conceptual and detailed work products that will be used by the County for evaluating, 
negotiating, and otherwise resolving requests, payment applications, change orders and 
claims made by construction contractors as well as determine budgets and budget 
compliance. 

The selected Proposer shall be available to attend meetings with County staff, other 
professionals employed by the County and local and regional agencies as needed. 

The selected Proposer shall contract for or employ at selected Proposer's expense, 
subconsultants to the extent deemed to perform the work. 

The selected Proposer shall have a general understanding of Construction Manager at 
Risk delivery method. 

The selected Proposer shall have financial management and accounting experience, 
including the expertise to prepare contractor costs and quotes as well as the ability to 
develop and track budgets. 

The selected Proposer shall have a working knowledge of the design profession's 
responsibilities and project development work methods and practice in development of 
projects.

The information provided shall be used to determine those Proposers with perceived 
ability to perform the Scope of Services as stated in this Request for Proposal which may 
overall best meet the needs of Manatee County. An oral interview with those Proposers 
reasonably susceptible of being selected for award may be conducted for the purposes 
of additional evaluation and clarification of both ability and benefit to Manatee County.

C.01 MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS (Licensing) TO BE CONSIDERED 

To qualify for consideration, the Proposer(s) must present proof of any licensing 
or certification which will be required by law to perform the services set out in the 
scope of services required in this RFP. 

Proposals may be presented by a single business entity, a joint venture, or 
partnership. 

Proposers must be licensed to do business in the State of Florida. 

Prior to consideration of the Proposals submitted in response to this Request for 
Proposal, Proposers are to document they have current and verifiable experience 
overseeing the performance of services described within the scope of services set 
forth herein. 

In the event more than one entity is joining in making this proposal, each entity 
shall set forth its respective experience and qualifications for those areas the 
entity intends to perform. 

If subcontractors are to be used in your proposal in order to meet the minimum 
experience requirement, detail the business entity(s), description of the service 
provided, and provide information in response to each subsection of this Section 
C in the same level of detail and tabbed order as required for the Proposer. 

To validate experience. Proposer shall provide the following details to support 
his/her relevant past performance. 

a. Name and location of the Client and the project, the year of performance 
and the date the project was fully operational and accepted. Include 
specific details of the project including the components and subcontractors 
utilized.

0.01 EVALUATION FACTORS 

Evaluation of proposals will be conducted by an evaluation committee. The 
committee's goal will be to identify the proposal which will overall best meet the 
needs of Manatee County as determined from the proposals received and 
subsequent investigation by the County. General factors to be applied will be: (1) 
the perceived ability of the Proposer(s) to perform the Scope of Services as 
stated in this Request for Proposal in the most timely and efficient manner 
possible, (2) the legal, technical and financial capabilities of Proposer(s), and (3) 
the experience of Proposer(s). 

These evaluation factors shall determine the successful proposal. 

0.02 RELATIVE IMPORTANCE OF EVALUATION FACTORS 

Unless noted, no weight will be assigned to the Evaluation Factors stated above. 

0.03 PRELIMINARY RANKING 

An evaluation committee shall determine from the responses to this Request for 
Proposal and subsequent investigation as necessary, the Proposer(s) most 
qualified to be selected to negotiate an agreement. 

0.04 REVIEW OF PROPOSERS ANO PROPOSALS 

In-person reviews may be conducted with responsible Proposers who are 
deemed reasonably susceptible of being selected for award, for the purposes of 
assuring full understanding of: (a) conformance to the solicitation requirements, 
(b) the abilities of the Proposer, and (c) the proposal submitted. 

Proposers shall be available for presentations to and interviews with the 
evaluation committee, upon reasonable notification from the Purchasing Division. 
The date(s) and time(s) of any such presentations I interviews shall be 
determined solely by the County, and may be closed to the public in the 
discretion of the Purchasing Official, and to the extent permitted by law. 

0.05 SELECTION FOR NEGOTIATION 

The evaluation committee will make a recommendation to the County 
Administrator as to the Proposer(s) which the County should enter into 
negotiations. The County Administrator will act upon that recommendation and, if 
accepted, the successful Proposer(s) will be invited to enter negotiations led by 
the Purchasing Division. 
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0.06 AWARD 

Award of an agreement is subject to the successful negotiations and the approval 
of either the County Administrator or the Board of County Commissioners (as 
provided for in the current Purchasing Code and Procurement Procedures).

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SECTION E: NEGOTIATION OF THE AGREEMENT 

E-01 GENERAL 

The following general terms and conditions apply to the proposal submitted for 
consideration and the subsequent negotiations: 

a. The proposal will serve as a basis for negotiating an agreement, but not 
compel adherence to its terms or conditions. 

b. Upon submission, all proposals become the property of the County which 
has the right to use any or all ideas presented in any proposal submitted in 
response to this Request for Proposal whether or not the proposal is 
accepted.

The parties will negotiate the term of the agreement, and the circumstances in 
which it may be renewed, assigned or terminated.
