QUESTIONS AND RESPONSES:  
 
Q1. Regarding the work along US 301 has an FDOT permit been obtained for working in  

the ROW and the needed lane closure? 
R1. An FDOT permit has been obtained for working along the ROW at US 301.  Any lane 

closures shall be coordinated with FDOT as noted in Specification 01570.  A revision 
request to the permit would be required, consistent with FDOT 613 MOT.  No additional 
fees are required. 

 
Q2. What are the sizes of the storm drain inlets that are in the sidewalk? 
R2. The length of the storm drain inlets along US Route 301 are approximately 4-ft long but 

should be verified by the contractor. 
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Q3. Has there been a SUE completed showing the existing utilities as they relate to the 
new force main? 

R3. SUE’s were conducted at LS 539 and LS 557, as well as a limited record drawing review.  
Data collected is presented on the plan/profile drawings.  Requirements for Contractor to 
do field reconnaissance is to provide additional certainty of existing utilities in conflict 
with the new piping. 

 
Q4. What permits are required of the contractor and what are the related costs? 
R4.  As noted in Specification 01570, Contractor must obtain road closure approval from 

FDOT, if a road closure is required.  A revision request to the permit would be required, 
consistent with FDOT 613 MOT.  No additional fees are required. 

 
Q5. Is there an engineer estimate for this work? 
R5. The estimated construction cost is $980,000.00. 
 
Q6. Where can I find the information to determine if we meet the requirement of being 

a qualifying agent?  
R6. A qualifying agent is someone who takes responsibility for the management of 

construction operations for a construction company in Florida who holds the General 
Contractors License.  

 
Q7. Will there be any time restrictions for lane closures while working on US 301? 
R7. As noted in Specification 01570, lane closures will be allowed from 8PM-5AM, Sunday 

through Saturday, with no closures on Friday, Saturday, or Holidays. 
 
Q8. What are the sewage flows and head conditions for each of the pump stations for by-

pass pumping requirements? 
R8. Limited flow data was collected from September 26th through October 26th of 2022 as 

noted below.  No pressure data is available, except for the pump duty which is also noted 
below. 

1. The average flow rate at LS 557 during this time was 24.8gpm with a daily average high flow of 
56gpm.  The pump duty point is 100gpm @ 45ft. 

2. The average flow rate at LS 546 during this time was 1118.7gpm with a daily average high flow 
of 3233.6gpm.  The pump duty point is 1460gpm @ 58.3ft. 

3. The average flow rate at LS 539 during this time was 24gpm with a daily average high flow of 
27.4gpm. The pump duty point is 43gpm @ 52.8ft.
