FALSE OR MISLEADING STATEMENTS

Proposals which contain false or misleading statements, or which provide references which
do not support an attribute or condition claimed by the Proposer, may be rejected. If, in the
opinion of the County, such information was intended to mislead the County in its
evaluation of the Proposal, and the attribute, condition or capability is a requirement of this
RFQ. Such Proposer will be disqualified from consideration for this RFQ and may be
disqualified from submitting a response on future solicitation opportunities with the County.

WITHDRAWAL OR REVISION OF RESPONSES
Proposers may withdraw Proposals under the following circumstances:

a. If Proposer discovers a mistake(s) prior to the Due Date and Time. Proposer may

withdraw its Proposal by submitting a written notice to the Procurement Division. The
notice must be received in the Procurement Division prior to the Due Date and Time for
receiving Proposals. A copy of the request shall be retained, and the unopened Proposal
returned to the Proposer; or

b. After the Proposals are opened but before a contract is signed, Proposer alleges a
material mistake of fact if:

1. The mistake is clearly evident in the solicitation document; or
Proposer submits evidence which clearly and convincingly demonstrates that a
mistake was made in the Proposal. Request to withdraw a Proposal must be in
writing and approved by the Procurement Official.

JOINT VENTURES

Proposers intending to submit a Proposal as a joint venture with another entity are required
to have filed proper documents with the Florida Department of Business and Professional
Regulation and all other State or local licensing agencies as required by Florida Statute
Section 489.119, prior to the Due Date and Time.

LOBBYING

After the issuance of any solicitation, no prospective Proposer, or their agents,
representatives or persons acting at the request of such Proposer, shall contact, communicate
with or discuss any matter relating in any way to the solicitation with any County officers,
agents or employees, other than the Procurement Official or designee, unless otherwise
directed by the Procurement Official or designee. This prohibition includes copying such
persons on written communications (including email correspondence) but does not apply to
presentations made to evaluation committees or at a County Commission meeting where the
Commission is considering approval of a proposed contract/purchase order. This
requirement ends upon final execution of the contract/purchase order or at the time the
solicitation is cancelled. Violators of this prohibition will be subject to sanctions as provided
in the Manatee County Code of Ordinances Section 2-26-31 and 2-26-32. Sanctions may
include (a) written warning; (b) termination of contracts; and (c) debarment or suspension.

EXAMINATION OF RESPONSES

The examination and evaluation of the Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation
generally requires a period of not less than ninety (90) calendar days from the Due Date and
Time.

ERRORS OR OMISSIONS
Once a Proposal is opened, the County will not accept any request by Proposer to correct
errors or omissions in the Proposal other than as identified in paragraph A.11.

DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIBLENESS AND RESPONSIVENESS
The County will conduct a due diligence review of all Proposals received to determine if the
Proposer is responsible and responsive.

To be responsive a Proposer must submit a Proposal that conforms in all material respects to
the requirements of this RFQ and contains all the information, fully completed attachments
and forms, and other documentation required. Proposals that are deemed non-responsive
will not be considered or evaluated.

To be responsible, a Proposer must meet the minimum qualification requirements and have
the capability to perform the Scope of Services contained in this RFQ. Proposals submitted
by Proposers that are deemed non-responsible will not be considered or evaluated.

RESERVED RIGHTS

The County reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Proposals, to waive
irregularities and technicalities, to request additional information and documentation, and to
cancel this solicitation at any time prior to execution of the contract. In the event only one
Proposal is received, the County reserves the right to negotiate with the Proposer. The
County reserves the right to award the contract to a responsive and responsible Proposer
which in its sole determination is the best value and in the best interests of the County.

The County reserves the right to conduct an investigation as it deems necessary to determine
the ability of any Proposer to perform the work or service requested. Upon request by the
County, Proposer shall provide all such information to the County. Additional information
may include, but will not be limited to, current financial statements prepared in accordance
with generally accepted accounting practices and certified by an independent CPA or
official of Proposer; verification of availability of equipment and personnel; and past
performance records.

APPLICABLE LAWS

Proposer must be authorized to transact business in the State of Florida. All applicable laws
and regulations of the State of Florida and ordinances and regulations of Manatee County
will apply to any resulting contract. This solicitation process will be conducted in
accordance with Manatee County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2-26.

TAXES

Manatee County is exempt from Federal Excise and State Sales Taxes. (F.E.T. Cert. No. 59-
78-0089K; Florida Sales Tax Exempt Cert. No. 85-8012622206C-6). Therefore, the
Proposer is prohibited from delineating a separate line item in its Proposal for any sales or
service taxes.

The Successful Proposer will be responsible for the payment of taxes of any kind, including
but not limited to sales, consumer, use, and other similar taxes payable on account of the
work performed and/or materials furnished under the award in accordance with all
applicable laws and regulations.

SCRUTINIZED COMPANIES
Pursuant to Florida Statute Section 287.135, as of July 1, 2012, a company that, at the time of
submitting a response for a new contract or renewal of an existing contract, is on the

Scrutinized Companies with Activities in Sudan List or the Scrutinized Companies with
Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List, created pursuant to Florida Statute
Section 215.473, is ineligible for, and may not submit a response for or enter into or renew a
contract with an agency or local governmental entity for goods or services of $1 million or
more.

COLLUSION
Proposer certifies that its Proposal is made without prior understanding, agreement, or
connection with any other corporation, firm or person submitting a Proposal for the same

materials, services, supplies, or equipment and is in all respects fair and without collusion or
fraud.

Any such violation may result in contract cancellation, return of materials or discontinuation
of services and the possible removal of Proposer from participation in future County
solicitations for a specified period.

The County reserves the right to disqualify a Proposer during any phase of the solicitation
process and terminate for cause any resulting contract upon evidence of collusion with intent
to defraud on the part of the Proposer.

CODE OF ETHICS

With respect to this Request for Qualifications, if any Proposer violates, directly or
indirectly, the ethics provisions of the Manatee County Procurement Code and/or Florida
criminal or civil laws related to public procurement, including but not limited to Florida
Statutes Chapter 112, Part II, Code of Ethics for Public Officers and Employees, such
Proposer will be disqualified from eligibility to perform the work described in this RFQ, and
may also be disqualified from submitting any future bids or proposals to supply goods or
services to Manatee County.

PUBLIC ENTITY CRIMES

In accordance with Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a person or affiliate who has been
placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public entity crime may not
submit a proposal on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public entity, may not
submit a proposal on a contract with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public
building or public work, may not submit proposals on leases or real property to a public
entity, may not be awarded or perform work as a contractor, Successful Proposer,
subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity, and may not transact
business with any public entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section
287.017 for Category Two for a period of 36 months from the date of being placed on the
convicted vendor list.

In addition, Manatee County Code of Laws Chapter 2-26 Article V prohibits the award of
County contracts to any person or entity who/which has, within the past 5 years, been
convicted of, or admitted to in court or sworn to under oath, a public entity crime or of any
environmental law that, in the reasonable opinion of the Purchasing Official, establishes

reasonable grounds to believe the person or business entity will not conduct business in a
reasonable manner.

To ensure compliance with the foregoing, Manatee County Code of Laws requires all
persons or entities desiring to contract with Manatee County to execute and file with the
Purchasing Official an affidavit, executed under the pain and penalties of perjury,
confirming that person, entity, and any person(s) affiliated with the entity, does not have
such a record and is therefore eligible to seek and be awarded business with Manatee
County. Proposer is to complete Form 3 and submit with your Proposal.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES

Manatee County does not discriminate upon the basis of any individual's disability status.
This non-discrimination policy involves every aspect of County's functions including one's
access to participation, employment, or treatment in its programs or activities. Anyone

Proposals become subject to disclosure thirty (30) days after the opening or if a notice of
intent to award decision is made earlier than this time as provided by Florida Statutes §
119.071(1)(b). No announcement or review of the Proposals shall be conducted at the public
opening.

If County rejects all Proposals and concurrently notices its intent to reissue the solicitation,
the rejected Proposals are exempt from public disclosure until such time the County
provides notice of an intended decision concerning the reissued solicitation or until County
withdraws the reissued solicitation. A Proposal is not exempt for longer than twelve (12)
months after the initial notice of rejection of all Proposals.

TRADE SECRETS

Manatee County is subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes. Therefore, all documents,
materials, and data submitted as part of a Proposal in response to a Request for Proposal are
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governed by the disclosure, exemption and confidentiality provisions relating to public
records in Florida Statutes.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this solicitation, designation of the entire
proposal as ‘trade secret’, ‘proprietary’, or ‘confidential’ is not permitted and may
result in a determination that the Proposal is non-responsive and therefore the
proposal will not be evaluated or considered.

Except for materials that are ‘trade secrets’ as defined by Chapter 812, Florida Statutes,
ownership of all documents, materials and data submitted as part of a Proposal in response
to the Request for Proposal shall belong exclusively to County.

To the extent that Proposer desires to maintain the confidentiality of materials that constitute
trade secrets pursuant to Florida law, trade secret material submitted must be segregated
from the portions of the Proposal that are not declared as trade secret. In addition, Proposer
shall cite, for each trade secret claimed, the Florida Statute number which supports the
designation. Further, Proposer shall offer a brief written explanation as to why the cited
Statute is applicable to the information claimed as trade secret. Additionally, Proposer shall
provide a hard copy of its Proposal that redacts all information designated as trade secret.

In conjunction with trade secret designation, Proposer acknowledges and agrees that:

1. Trade secret requests made after the opening will not be considered. However, County
reserves the right to clarify the Proposers request for trade secret at any time; and

2. County and its officials, employees, agents, and representatives are hereby granted full
rights to access, view, consider, and discuss the information designated as trade secret
throughout the evaluation process and until final execution of any awarded purchase
order or contract; and

3. That after notice from County that a public records request has been made pursuant to
Proposer’s proposal, the Proposer at its sole expense, shall be responsible for defending
its determination that submitted material is a trade secret and is not subject to disclosure.

2. The RGB 60% construction plan markups should include new directional bore for
a 24” HDPE water main and a 20” HDPE force main along the south side of the
existing bridge, a safe distance apart that will allow the new water main to be
placed into operation while the new bridge is constructed, and the existing bridge
is removed.

Directional Bore Design:

1. Due to FDOT’s desire to have the directional bores separate from the other
Manatee County utility work on land in the Village of Cortez and on Anna Maria
Island, the utility design will need to be broken into two parts. The first part will
consist of all expected directional bores. It is anticipated that it will be required to
place the new 24” HDPE potable water main and 20” HDPE force main into
operation as quickly as possible and with as little traffic disruption as possible that
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three directional bores for each main will be required. The first directional bore
for each main will be across the Intercoastal Waterway on the south side of the
existing bridge. The second directional bore for each main will be crossing from
the south side of Cortez Road between the west edge of the existing bridge
diagonally across to the north side of Cortez Rd. westward halfway to S.R. 789.
The third directional bore for the 20 force main is expected to be on the east side
of the bridge from the south side of Cortez Road near 123" Street West to the
north side of Cortez Road. The third crossing for the 20” HDPE (or 20” PVC if
installed by jack and bore through steel casing) force main may be farther to the
east near 123" Street West where a vacant lot may provide a boring pit location or
staging for the directional bore within a temporary construction easement (TCE).
The testing for the three separate bore segments will be expected to be performed
by the directional bore contractor. Proper valving (permanent and/or temporary)
will be necessarily included in the design to perform the testing.

2. Ttis expected that the tie-ins of the three pipe boring segments will be constructed
by the UWHCA contractor during the outset of the FDOT road and bridge
construction. This effort will require the Engineer of Record to prepare the
necessary parameters for by-pass pumping, tanker trucks and other means of
maintaining wastewater operations serving both Anna Maria Island and Cortez
Village. The Engineer of Record will also be required to coordinate their design
of the new 20” HDPE/PVC force main with the 20” force main being extended
eastward of 119" Street West.

3. The Consultant shall have the proper and necessary soil borings performed along
each of the three directional bore locations to identify all soil conditions in which
the bores shall be drilled through. The soil borings shall be deep enough to cover
all necessary design and permitting constraints per standard industry practice.

Land-Based Utility Work on Anna Maria Island and the Village of Cortez
(UWHCA):

1. The tie-ins of the three boring segments together will be designed for
construction by the UWHCA contractor during the FDOT road and bridge
construction contract.

2. The Consultant shall design the new connections to each of the side streets north
and south of Cortez Road for construction in a timely manner to minimize the
amount of time in which the existing distribution system is unlooped. The
geography in this area consists of several canals and dead-end streets and limited
“back-feeding” for water quality and fire protection.

(potable water and wastewater) mains, valves, meters, fire hydrants, ARV’s etc.
and the FDOT’s proposed road, bridge sidewalk, lighting and drainage
improvements. This should include the use of SUE (subsurface utility
excavations) to identify top of existing pipe elevations and material to supplement
those SUE locates by FDOT. The Consultant shall prepare a “Conflict Matrix”
identifying all potential County utility conflicts and recommendation(s) for
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conflict resolution. Consultant shall also prepare the initial Utility Work Schedule
(UWS) to list each County utility main and appurtenance based on station, offset
and depth from the FDOT’s survey baseline and include the top of pipe elevations
of each utility pipe SUE located.

The Consultant shall submit the completed 60% Phase II RGB Construction Plan
markups along with the draft Utility Work Schedule (UWS) and draft “Utility
Conflict Matrix” to FDOT in the time frame set by FDOT, District One.

Phase III (90%) Construction Plans

The FDOT has determined that the subaqueous directional bores must be installed
by Manatee County’s contractor prior to the commencement of construction of
FDOT’s work and that of the County’s other utility work through a Utility Work
by Highway Contractor Agreement (UWHCA). Said directional bores shall be
installed prior to the FDOT being Let by FDOT; therefore, two design schedules
and activities shall proceed upon completion of the Phase IIR design phase. For
the subaqueous crossing, the Consultant shall determine the locations off of the
existing bridge where soil borings shall be made by a sub-consultant to identify
existing soil conditions in which the new subaqueous crossing and road crossings
of the 24” HDPE water main and 20” HDPE force main must be directionally
bored through without fracking.

Upon receipt of the FDOT’s 90% Phase III construction plans, the Consultant
shall continue with the design of the 24” HDPE water main and 20” HDPE force
main directional bore designs as well as the separate utility main relocations and
adjustments, etc. to resolve all conflicts with the FDOT roadway, bridge,
sidewalk, lighting and drainage improvements, utilizing the SUE location results.
Said design work shall be prepared to fit within FDOT’s sequential work zones
and all partial utility construction within each work zone.

3. The Consultant shall:

1. Coordinate all design activities with Manatee County staff and other
interested parties, including the Westside Fire District and the other utility
representatives.

2. Design all utility conflict resolutions, including all adjustments and
improvements to the County utility mains, valves, meters, fire hydrants,
etc. located in:

2) Existing County right-of-way on adjacent side streets
3) Existing Lift Station RTU #205 (if necessary)

3. Prepare two separate utility system improvements Engineer’s cost
estimates based on the FDOT’s 90% Phase III construction plans for:

1) the utility subaqueous water main and force main directional bores; and
2) all County utility main and appurtenance relocations with all FDOT pay
item numbers, separated into the following categories and subcategories:

1. FDOT existing and proposed right-of-way
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4.

ii. Potable Water
i1i. Wastewater

Prepare a set of:

1) Draft Utility Specifications for the directional boring activities that
precludes the FDOT’s Bridge Replacement and UWHCA work for
Manatee County’s utilities. Said directional boring activities shall be
bid and contracted out by Manatee County a minimum of 9 — 12
months prior to FDOT’s Bid Letting Date. The Utility Specifications
shall incorporate Manatee County’s current set of Utility
Specifications with modifications and/or additions to cover all
directional boring activities for the 24 HDPE water main and 20”
HDPE force main segments (three segments - approximately 4,000
linear feet total each type).

2) Draft Technical Special Provisions (TSPs) consisting of a cover sheet,
index sheet and the necessary Manatee County utility technical
specifications, with sequential page numbering to be incorporated into
FDOT’s Bid Specifications for the UWHCA.
